THE PHENOMENON OF NETWORK WARS:
TO THE PROBLEM OF THE PHILOSOPHICAL THINKING

The article substantiates that the modern social system, the dynamism and specificity
of which are due to the intensive development of information technology and network
communications, has dramatically changed the nature of conflict resolution and warfare.

It turns out
that one of the goals of the impact of network wars on society is the destruction of the
meaning unity of the world and man, in connection with which the basic values of the people
and the state, national, religious and cultural identity are destroyed. The dialectical
interrelation of network wars with information and information-psychological wars is shown.

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The article is devoted to the analysis of the peculiarities of control practices in the
situation of «liquid modernity». The metaphor of the panopticon proposed by M. Foucault
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is taken as a starting point. The characteristic features of the digital infrastructure of social
control are considered. Features of banoptic and synoptic logic of tracking as post-pano-
ptic forms of social control are shown. The flexibility and variability of control made pos-
sible by the latest digital technologies testify to a specifically new mode of power to human

relations.

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HISTORICAL AND PHILOSOPHICAL REFLECTION
OF BACKGROUND HUMAN RIGHTS IDEAS

1t is shown that the origins of the modern concept of human rights as the leading po-
litical and legal doctrine are in the horizon of the formation of philosophical knowledge.
The ideas of the thinkers of antiquity, the Middle Ages and the New Age regarding freedom,
equality, justice and human dignity, which constitute the basic principles and values of the
concept of human rights, are considered. The genesis of human rights occurs in the context
of the development of natural-legal thinking and the search for a balance between indi-
vidual happiness and public good. It is proved that modern ideas about human rights are
based on philosophical concepts, the quintessence of which was the proclamation of the
autonomy and freedom of the individual.

Keywords: human rights, genesis of the idea of human rights, natural law, natural
rights.
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MODERNIZATION OF JAPAN’S POLITICAL SYSTEM:
FROM MILITARISM TO NEOLIBERAL DEMOCRACY

After Japan's defeat in World War 1, its political system underwent a gradual mod-
ernization from militarism to neoliberal democracy. Radical changes in the structure,
functions and the nature of the country political system differed in special political and
legal aspects: in the form of the government, parliamentarism, a party system, governance.
During this period, Japan went from a bureaucratic authoritarian system to a modern,
conciliatory political system.

Keywords: Japan's political system, modernization, the Japanese monarchy, parlia-
mentarism, government functions.

Problem setting. The historical and political foundations of Japan’s political
system modernization gradually developed as a result of the fascist national regimes
defeat in Europe and Asia in World War II. Since 1945, due to the discrediting of
the previous elitist, the mobilization (a military type) political system in the coun-
try, the processes of outdated political institutions radical breaking and reforming
constitutional norms, changing the nature of power and democratization of the
society began. The restructuring of the post-war Japan’s political system was based
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not only on a system of traditional values (according to the Japanese credo: “pros-
perity is given from above for doing certain responsibilities from below”), but also
on constitutional and political reforms and social obligations. The strategic basis
for the democratic “transit” of the Japanese state after World War II was the Dec-
laration of the victorious states Potsdam Conference in 1945: the Soviet Union, the
United States, Britain and China [1]. The changes in Japan’s political system were
also influenced by the fact that NATO, by limiting the development of national
armies to former members of the fascist coalition, strengthened the possibilities of
the civilian control over the military sphere. Thus, as a result of the Japan post-war
occupation by US troops, key conditions for democratic modernization based on
neoconservative and later neoliberal ideology were formed.

Recent research and publications analysis. In modern Oriental studies, the
formation and functioning problems of the Japan political system have developed
significantly. In the works of Western and domestic scientists (F. Fukuyama,
S. P. Huntington, R. David, B. Eccleston, Ch. F. Endreyn, T. J. Pempel, M. Baglay,
L. Entin, Y. Leibo, V. Chirkin, B. Pospelov, V. Rubel, etc.) the history of Japanese
traditionalism, imperial power, sources of militarism in the XIX-XX centuries, the
dynamics of Japanese political economy, transformations of the political system in
the postwar years and more were considered.

The purpose of the article is to analyze the radical changes in the structure,
functions and the nature of the Japan political system from the postwar times to the
present, to identify significant political and legal aspects of this process.

Paper main body. 1t is known that the US government has taken an active part
in building foundations of democracy in Japan. The goals of its post-war occupation
were proclaimed: demilitarization of the country; demobilization of the Japanese
armed forces and the legal punishment of all war criminals; the need to remove any
obstacles to the revival and strengthening of democratic tendencies in the Japanese
society; establishing respect for fundamental human rights and freedoms. Under
the leadership of the general D. Macarthur, the American occupation administration
began restructuring the country’s economy by redistributing the land in favor of
independent farmers, providing financial support to foreign investors, and expand-
ing an access to education. Japan renounced economic autarky and became ac-
tively involved in the world capitalist economy; as a result from the 1950s to the
mid-70s there was a marked economic growth, inflation was curbed, a certain
equality of income was achieved and unemployment was reduced [2, p. 536].

These transformations led to corresponding changes in the political system of
Japan. Although the course of political modernization was carried out according to
the American model, the so-called The Yoshida’s Doctrine (Yoshida Shigeru, the
Prime Minister of Japan, is the chief “architect” of postwar stability). The Yoshida’s
Doctrine characterizes Japan’s postwar political economy in strategic terms: Japan’s
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main goal is economically viable production and development, and the political,
economical cooperation with the United States is a necessary condition for this; the
country could allow only limited rearmament, it should avoid international, politi-
cal and strategic problems; to ensure internal defense, Japan must rely on the re-
sources of US military bases, which the United States has identified as a “watch-
tower” against the spread of Asian communism and the main means of blocking
attempts to revive Japanese militarism [3, p. 19-20].

In 1945, a constitutional and political reform began in Japan, the project was
actually developed by the headquarters of the American occupation forces. The
new Constitution was adopted in October 1946, promulgated by the Emperor and
entered into force in May 1947 [4, c. 555]. The Constitution main achievement of
1947 was the consolidation of three democratic principles: people’s sovereignty
(preamble, art.1, 41); the observance of citizens fundamental rights and freedoms
(Section III); and the principle of pacifism, it is the renunciation of the war and the
creation of regular armed forces (art. 9). The emperor, deprived of the real political
power, remained a symbol of the nation. The parliament was proclaimed the highest
body of the state and the only legislative institution. The Constitution also enshrined
a number of universal values, including the need to adhere to the general principles
of the peace and political morality. The basic law of Japan proclaimed and guaranteed
the inalienable natural rights of citizens, abolished privileged estates (principalities,
peerage); the necessary political rights and freedoms (words, assemblies,
associations) are enshrined; provided socio-economic rights to work, education,
health care and etc.

The ideological and political situation of the 2-nd half of the XX century in the
Japanese society was characterized by contradictory trends, on the one hand it was
the spread of the West political values, the cult of modernization as a benefit to
Japan; on the other hand, it led to the weakening of traditional Japanese political
institutions and moral ideas, and as a result of rapid industrialization and
monopolization, social problems worsened in the country. Therefore, from the
mid-1970s to 1985, the strategic work of Japanese scientists professional councils
was carried out under the auspices of the Nagai Minister of Education, under the
offices of the Prime Minister Ohira (e.g. “Sogo Andzen Hosho Senryaku” Political
Committee Report, 1980) and the Prime Minister Nakasone on the course “galva-
nization” of traditional Japanese institutions, revival of national values and the
humanistic Japanese culture, the opposition and proving the advantages of the
capitalism “Japanese model” over the western one, as the former uses the principle
of group interdependence (idagarasyuga), creating the harmony of interaction and
social hierarchy [5; 6].

Finally, in 1985 scientists and government officials introduced the Japanese
version of the post-industrial society based on the political and economic doctrine
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of “softonomy”, it is a comprehensive national security of Japan, which proclaimed
“soft” bourgeois individualism within traditional social ties (the widespread use of
intellectual labor in improving the quality of industrial products as soft pass [7,
c. 16-17]. The new doctrine of Japanese capitalism was important, mostly as
a political-futurological theory with the features of technocracy. But the ideas of
sophtonics quite objectively represented the realities of the Japanese society
structure, problematic aspects of its political practices were more clearly focused
on legal ways of overcoming the crisis consequences for the country political
modernization, so Fukuyama rightly noted that under the influence of their culture,
the Japanese “made Western capitalism and political liberalism almost unre-
cognizable” [8, c. 141].

Nowadays, Japan is approximately equal in territory to Germany (located on
the islands of East Asia — Hokkaido, Honshu, Shikoku, Kyushu and other small
ones); its population is almost 127 million people, 99.4% are Japanese [9]. It is one
of the most technologically advanced countries, which is on the third place in the
world in terms of GDP per capita (after the United States and China) and on the
sixth place in terms of GDP per capita (along with Switzerland and Luxembourg)
[10, c. 474].

According to the form of the state bodies government and the system, modern
Japan is a constitutional parliamentary monarchy, and according to the territorial
and the political system it is a unitary state divided into 47 prefectures. According
to the comparative political scientist Charles F. Endrain, Japan has gone from
a bureaucratic authoritarian system (Meiji era) to a conciliatory political system
[11, c. 72-75]. Today, a liberal-democratic regime has developed here on the basis
of the law rule, the collegiality of the government and pacifism, also neoconservative
and neoliberal ideologies compete on an equal footing in the party-political sphere.
The principle of powers separation is enshrined in the Constitution and implemented
in Japanese politics on a democratic basis. Therefore, taking into account the factor
of geopolitical influence, Japan should be included in the pool of the world
democracy.

For a long time, the country had a multi-party system with a dominant Liberal
Democratic Party (the “domination system”), which for almost 40 years received
a majority of votes in the lower house of the parliament and formed the government;
other parties were factionally represented in the parliament. In total, 10,000 parties
are registered in Japan, the vast majority operates at the local level; many of them
disappear or are re-created, because the law allows any person running in the elec-
tions to declare himself and his political party supporters.

Japan’s party system was modified after the defeat of the LDPJ (Liberal Dem-
ocratic Party of Japan) in the 1993 elections and a series of parliamentary crises
and frequent resignations by the Cabinet; now the government is formed on a coali-
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tion basis, it is mostly formed by parties of the governing coalition of the LDP
representatives, the Social Democratic Party, the Sakigake party (“Prophet”) or
others. The Party of Democratic Socialism, the Communist Party, the Party of Pure
Politics (Comeito), the New Party of Japan, the Party of New Frontiers, and the
Party of Renewal of Japan (the latter emerged during the parliamentary crises of
the 1990s) also play prominent political roles in the country [4, c. 557-564].

The political modernization has led to a democratic process of forming rep-
resentative institutions of power in Japan on the basis of an universal suffrage
and by a secret ballot; no discrimination (sexual, property) is allowed in the suf-
frage. But political scientists note that the Japanese electorate is strongly influ-
enced not only by ideological and political orientations, but also by feelings of
gratitude, corporatism and social kinship. In general, the structural and func-
tional development of Japanese parliamentarism provides a situation of the stable
political balance.

The main purpose and prerogative of the Japan Parliament as a static institution
of the legal system [12, c. 88], is a function of legislation that determines government
revenues and expenditures. It is the only legislative body of the country, which
consists of two chambers: the lower is the House of Representatives, it is elected
for 4 years in the number of 500 deputies; the upper is the Chamber of Councilors
(252 persons are elected for 6 years, but with a mandatory three-year rotation of
50%). The House of Representatives may be dissolved early by an act of the
Emperor at the request of the government, but the upper house is not a subject to
dissolution. In the chambers, party factions are created, which play a decisive role
in the distribution of leading positions in the parliament and the state; standing and
temporary committees in various spheres of the public life (18 in the House of
Representatives, 16 in the Chamber of Councilors). Each parliamentarian must be
a member of one or two committees, and the chairman of the committee is elected
from among the members of the party faction that has the largest representation in
it. Deputies and advisers have a free mandate and use the limited parliamentary
immunity; but a member of the parliament may be expelled from chamber by
a majority resolution of those present.

The Cabinet of Ministers and parliamentarians have the right of legislative
initiative (the bill can be submitted by 20 deputies or 10 advisers). The main role
in the legislative process in Japan is played by the House of Representatives,
because the regulations, adopted by it, become laws without the consent of the
upper house, namely: the lower house overcomes the upper veto by re-passing the
law by a two-thirds majority. But the law on the state budget of the country cannot
be adopted without the participation of the upper house, if all means for approval
have been exhausted [13]. Finally, from among the highest bodies of the state, the
Japanese parliament has the power to form a government, the Cabinet.
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The executive branch in Japan has an original specificity and is dualistic. It
formally includes: the head of the state — the Emperor and the government, but the
real power has only the Cabinet of Ministers.

Japan is considered the world’s oldest monarchy, dating back more than 2,600
years old. Traditionally, the lives of the Emperor and his family, who was formerly
considered the “Son of Heaven”, were shrouded in the mystery. The reign of each
Japan monarch has long been proclaimed a special era: from the date of accession
to the throne of the new emperor is the official chronology. In Japan, there is a Salic
system of succession, the throne is transferred to the eldest son; women cannot take
the throne [14; 15]. But according to the Constitution of 1947, the emperor is no
longer a sacred figure and exists only as a symbol of the state and the unity of the
nation (the so-called “divine origin” in 1949 was abandoned by Emperor Hirohito).
So in recent years, the life of the imperial family has become more open.

The former Emperor Akihito (reigned since 1989) abdicated in April 2019; from
May 2019, his son, the 126th Emperor Naruhito, has been ruling; in Japan, a new
era of Rave began — “Order and harmony”. He was educated at Oxford; his wife,
the 55-year-old Empress Masako, studied at Harvard and is a former diplomat.
Under a constitutional monarchy, the emperor can only perform representative
functions enshrined in the constitution of the state (e.g. to approve a prime minister
appointed by the parliament), and has less power than the monarch of Great Britain.
The head of the state does not take part in the legislation, he does not have the right
to veto the adopted laws. In this case, the emperor is an inviolable person and is
not subject to civil, criminal or administrative liability.

The organization and implementation of executive power in Japan belongs
entirely to the Cabinet of Ministers, according to the system of its powers. The
government consists of the prime minister, 12 ministers and 8 state ministers (ad-
visers to the prime minister); it is formed by both houses of the parliament and is
officially appointed by a decree of the emperor. The principle of government col-
lective responsibility before the parliament is constitutionally enshrined, which
emphasizes: if the House of Representatives adopts a resolution of no confidence
in the Cabinet of Ministers, it must resign in full; or the emperor (on the advice and
consent of the Cabinet) dissolves the House of Representatives.

The constitutional competence of the Japan Ministers Cabinet determines the
range of its state functions: to implement the Constitution and laws; to manage
public affairs and foreign policy; to conclude international agreements (after ap-
proval by the parliament); to submit the draft state budget to the parliament; to
issue decrees for the implementation of laws; to make decisions on amnesty,
oblivion, restoration of rights; to control the civil service, etc.

The main role in the government is played by the Prime Minister of Japan, who
appoints and dismisses his members, ensures the unity and coherence of political
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and economic activities, and signs decrees. The Cabinet meetings are regulated as
usual: they are closed to the public, decisions are made not by voting, but unani-
mously or by consensus. Ministers in the government are usually not professionals,
they are party politicians who do not interfere deeply in the affairs of ministries
and often change; the real leadership is provided by the administrative heads of the
ministries. Thus, in the activities of the Japanese government, as well as the parlia-
ment, a significant role belongs to professional managers, the top of the «rational»
bureaucracy, which is an essential aspect of the similarity of the modern Japan
political system with the Western democracy models.

Conclusion. As a result, it can be said that in the second half of the twentieth
century in Japan, the country’s political system was modernized from militarism
to neoliberal democracy; according to Article 1 of the Constitution, the only
bearer of state sovereignty is the people. The political structure of the Japanese
government is balanced and harmonious, the government has a wide network of
advisory institutes, which indicates the development and influence of civil society.
They work with corporate companies, trade unions, academia, parliamentarians
and civil servants, they analyze socially significant information for the independent
examination of political decisions and they provide the public control over the ac-
tions of the state bureaucracy. Thus, as it is noted by V. Rechytsky, the emergence
of constitutions in the world (according to F. Hayek) led to the transition from
subjugation of citizens to common collective goals inherent in societies-associa-
tions, to their recognition of uniform and abstract rules that provide the space for
freedom and diversity [16].

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POLITICAL CULTURE OF THE MODERN WORLD:
EPOCHAL TRANSFORMATIONS

The article is devoted to the topical problem of political and cultural transformations
in the interaction between political power and its only source in democratic discourse, the
people. This eternal problem of political science and policy is considered in chronological
order in the global context and in today s Ukraine. In traditional societies, there was a re-
mote and alienated coexistence of state institutions and the masses. The exception was the
democratic republics of ancient polises. The modern era generates a contractual theory
of the origin of the state, which considers the institutions of power as the result of a social
agreement between the sovereign people and the governors. In the modern era in the mid-
dle of the twentieth century, the concept of the welfare state was formed. In the postmodern
era, unstable life forces citizens to behave in relation to state power, depending on the
actualization of a particular guise of their own existence. Citizens are losing a clear, un-
ambiguous idea of state power, its functions, place and role in society.

Keywords: political culture, political power, authorities, people, transformations,
modern World.

Formulation of the problem. The problem of political culture has long been
the focus of political science, because its interpretive potential allows us to under-
stand the specifics of political development and transit of a country. Among the
key indicators that determine the nature of a political regime, the problem of the
culture of interaction between political power and the masses occupies one of the
leading places. This aspect of political culture is one of the most important, given
that it determines the quality of the policy, its democracy or undemocracy. The
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place and role of the people in making and implementing strategic decisions of the
political elite, the responsibility of politicians for these decisions, this issue is the
subject of this article, which is built in such a way that first offers a retrospective
of'its global context, and then determines its Ukrainian specificity. The urgency of
studying this problem is that Ukrainian society is actually facing the objective need
for a global modernization breakthrough in the XXI century. The global context
helps to understand the reference norms established in the world’s polyarchies, and
consideration of the Ukrainian specifics allows us to consider the place of Ukraine
in the global political process and determine its real prospects in political transit.

Analysis of recent research and publications. The bibliography of this problem
is really extensive. Ranging from the ancient thinkers Plato and Aristotle, the Ger-
man philosopher-educator J. Herder to modern authors, among whom the Ameri-
cans G. Almond and S. Verba managed to become classics of modern political
science [1]. Modern ideas about the concept of “political culture” are taught by
prominent political scientists J. Wiatr, P. Bourdieu, G. Sartori, J. Gray and D. Bell
[2; 3]. A fairly complete overview of issues related to the political culture of
Ukraine, Russia and other post-socialist countries, interesting sociological data are
in the collection of articles by Ukrainian scholars from various fields of social sci-
ence “Political culture: theory, problems, prospects” (Kyiv, 2004) and in collective
works of leading Ukrainian sociologists and political scientists: “Political culture
of the population of Ukraine” (Kyiv, 1993) and works of 1. Yakovenko. Important
issues of interaction between the people and the political authorities are raised in
the works of Ukrainian scientists M. I. Mykhalchenko, D. I. Vydrin, A. Adamenko,
V. M. Bebyk, M. 1. Holovaty, M. Rozumny, M. Kuzmin, etc.

The purpose of the article is to define main transformations in the political
culture of traditional and modern societies in the context of interaction between the
political elite and the people. At the same time, special attention is paid to the spe-
cifics of political and cultural transformations of Ukrainian society.

Presenting main material. Before considering this issue, it is necessary to
define the category of “political culture”. In our opinion, political culture is a set
of typical, relatively stable knowledge, ideas, guidelines, beliefs, values, orienta-
tions, patterns of behavior, symbols, formed as a result of historical experience of
previous generations of national (social) community, transmitted from generation
to generation, though having a significant transformational potential, it is mani-
fested in the activities of the entities of the political process and in the functioning
of political institutions [4, p. 66].

Global context. Traditional culture, which corresponds to the period of exist-
ence of traditional society, covers the longest period of development of human
civilization (from ancient times to the 16" century). In terms of time, the modern
era (from the 16™ century to the 20™ century) is only an episode compared to the
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era of traditional society. Postmodernism (late 20" century — early 215 century) is
only an era in the coordinates of traditional society. Traditional societies usually
include tribal communities, societies of military democracy, Eastern despotism,
ancient polises, medieval European monarchies [5, p. 85]. With the exception of
the practice of interaction between society and authorities in ancient polises (dem-
ocratic republics, where the principle of res publica —res populi “the state is a mat-
ter for the people”) in other examples of traditional society we can see a remote,
even alienated coexistence of state institutions and the masses. The rulers viewed
society solely as a means of reproducing and ensuring their own material existence,
and the people perceived power as the supreme institution, higher and unattainable
for themselves.

The modern era gives rise to a fundamentally different political culture and state
tradition. The main shift was that the theological views on the origin and nature of
state power (all power from God) were replaced by a different philosophy of rela-
tions between the people and political power. There is a contractual theory of the
origin of the state, which considers the institutions of power as the result of a social
agreement between the sovereign people and the rulers, who must protect the
natural human rights (right to private property, right to freedom of speech, right to
life, etc.). Just revolutionary in its significance was the idea of J.-J. Rousseau on
people’s sovereignty [6], the essence of which is that the people (and no one else)
is the only source of state power. In fact, the political culture of modernism is car-
rying out a renaissance of the ancient polis tradition. State power is not interpreted
as something independent of society, but on the contrary as a phenomenon that is
a derivative and official social institution. The philosophy of supremacy and al-
ienation in the relationship between state power and the people, which was char-
acteristic of the era of traditional society in the modern era, is replaced by the
philosophy of interdependence and partnership between state power and its source,
the people. Political power has ceased to be something alienated and independent
of society. A liberal political and cultural tradition is being formed, which brings
the people and state power to the same level: accountability and responsibilities of
power to the people are postulated, rather than just the opposite.

If in the previous period (in the era of traditional society) the state power was
essentially indifferent to the diversity of private practices of its subjects, because
it existed, as already noted, somewhat separately; then in the modern era, when the
state becomes an active subject of everyday life of citizens, it actively influences
their lifestyle and individual existence. The doctrine of freedom is gradually being
developed, which, according to John Gray, is based on a historically and cultur-
ally limited interpretation of the social and political entity [7]. This happens despite
the fact that the principle of privacy and pluralism of their political views are
widely postulated.
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The development of the state of the modern era reaches its apogee in the middle
of the 20™ century with the emergence and implementation of the concept of the
Welfare State. The essence of this concept was that all members of society should
be provided through state regulation with all material goods and services that are
necessary to ensure their normal functioning. The state sets a “subsistence mini-
mum”, i.e. a minimum level of income that allows any citizen to provide adequate
food, clothing, footwear, housing, transportation, healthcare, culture, etc. The state
takes care of the creation and maintenance of institutional norms and the boundaries
of a socially oriented market economy, neutralizing the negative consequences for
society of free competition. As M. M. Kuzmin notes, “figuratively speaking, the
modern state, in the initial period of its existence performed the roles of lawyer,
policeman and military officer, during the 19™ — 20™ centuries became a part-time
economist, doctor, teacher and generalized bearer of cultural qualities in the form
of the concept of national states” [5, p. 86]. Thus, the welfare state is fully trans-
formed into an institution that performs mainly the function of providing its citizens
with a variety of services, among which management services in various spheres
of social life are the main ones. In the political culture of welfare states with the
maximum expansion of the voting rights of citizens in the 20" century, activist
guidelines are formed, because in order to receive quality services from the state it
is necessary to actively influence its functioning.

The postmodern era begins at the end of the last century and continues to this
day.

If modernism was considered by R. Aron and W. Rostow mostly as a socio-
economic and cultural system, which was dominated by industrial production and
technology, there was an institutionalization of the division of labor, the rationali-
zation of social relations; then postmodern in the concept of D. Bell is interpreted
as a socio-economic and cultural system based on service economy, intellectual
technology, knowledge as the main resource of production, pluralism of production
organization, broad and intensive communications [8, p. 230-238].

To denote the phenomenon of modern society, scientists use a variety of terms
and concepts that complement each other: the information age [9], the third wave
[10], globalism [11; 12], post-industrial society [13; 14], social and legal state [15]
and humanistic law [16]. In it, the government exercises its influence on society
through the state and law, a certain structure of government institutions, whose
powers are determined by the principles of organization of legislative, executive
and judicial power.

What are the features of postmodern political culture in the context of the rela-
tionship between citizens and the state?

According to V. M. Markovets, at the beginning of the 21 century, political
culture, as one of the components of general culture, is of great importance in the
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daily life of people. It includes some parts of the spiritual life directly related to
political actions, ideas, evaluations, judgments, knowledge, beliefs, behavior, etc.,
which have been accumulated over the centuries and are now manifested in the
direct political life of the individual, social groups or countries [17, c. 94].

Probably, it makes sense to talk about the general uncertainty and the rupture
of the existence of individuals in our era, which means the actual marginality (from
the Latin marginalis meaning border, roadside) of most people’s culture and the
process of marginalization of others. Obviously, today we are dealing with the fact
that in a transitional society (the concept is applied to the whole global society and
in general cannot even outline the features of a rapidly changing future) human
transition to a new social environment is incomplete. As a result, we can see the
loss of previous and non-acquisition of new permanent social ties by most indi-
viduals who cannot truly adapt to new living conditions. In today’s world, margin-
alization has become the “norm” for the existence of a significant number of people
who acquire the traits of ambivalent, bifurcated consciousness, lose political and
social orientations and become the prey of political manipulation. The fleeting life
in the postmodern era forces citizens to behave in relation to state power depending
on the actualization of a particular incarnation of their own existence. Citizens are
losing a clear, unambiguous idea of state power, its functions, place and role in
society. This causes a crisis of participation. John Gray writes about this: “The
alienation between the democratic electorate and political elites has now spread to
all Western states, including the United States” [7, c. 79].

The activist culture of the modern era is followed by the marginal culture of the
postmodern era. Citizens who cannot determine the value of the state as such, live
in an uncertain social environment and it makes little sense for them to be politi-
cally active. Hence, we can predict in the near future that in postmodern political
culture, the participation of citizens in socio-political life will develop in waves, in
fact sine waves, depending on the specific situation and its significance for their
interests. Moreover, ordinary voters, brought up in the previous modern era, are
ready to accept mainly modernist cultural guidelines, they usually do not know and
do not think about what scientists call the features of the postmodern era. The
complexity of the relationship between the people and the state today is that citizens
demand from governments clear explanations of a particular policy course, and
statesmen sometimes simply do not have such explanations. According to
M. M. Kuzmin, “the requirement of clarity and the factual impossibility of explana-
tion is the main cultural conflict of the modern transition period” [5, c. 88].

Ukrainian political scientist M. M. Kuzmin notes: “The culture of a tradi-
tional society is characterized by the independence of the life world of political
power and the life world of the rest of society. In the age of modernism on the one
hand, power becomes an active actor in social processes, on the other hand it is
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perceived by society as a party to the relationship, which has clearly defined re-
sponsibilities. In postmodern relations, power and society take on a reactive char-
acter: a clearly structured order is lost, political actions become a reaction to the
situation” [5, c. 85].

In general, the state of post-industrial society (post-industrial state or state of
the postmodern era) develops in two directions, i.e. internal and external. The in-
ternal functions of the post-industrial state are primarily aimed at the development
of the information society, or the information technology society, and the external
ones are aimed at the movement towards globalism, or a general planetary civiliza-
tion. Thus, the post-industrial society has at least two dimensions: the information
society (within the country) and globalism (in the international arena).

Ukraine: is it on the traditional roadside or in a general context? Ukraine has
its own historical features, the main of which is that one of the largest European
nations in its history has been mostly in a colonial and semi-colonial state. The
Tatar-Mongol invasion, the Lithuanian and Polish protectorates during the Middle
Ages, the tarriance of different territories of Ukraine in the Russian and Austro-
Hungarian empires, the Holodomor (genocide) of the early 1930s in the USSR left
their mark on the mental genetic code of the Ukrainian people. having formed the
characteristic features of the colonial mentality, the main of which is the alienated
attitude to power as such, the perception of socio-political life as something distant
and remote.

At the same time, Ukraine has vivid episodes of a sovereign state tradition.
These are the State of Rus (or Kievan Rus), the Galicia-Volyn State, the Cossack
Republic, the Ukrainian People’s Republic and the Western Ukrainian People’s
Republic. These states were characterized to some extent by common features that
are signs of the Ukrainian national political culture, that is constitutionalism, de-
mocracy, regionalism, civilizational marginality, fragmentation, and so on. How-
ever, the interruption of the state tradition had a decisive influence on the political
mentality of Ukrainians.

The difficult historical experience affected the consciousness of Ukrainians in
another way: power was perceived as something sacred. In Ukraine, power has
never been considered an institution, but embodied some higher social authority
(or, conversely, an anarchic anti-ideal), and was not perceived as the embodiment
of a rationally organized state. In our “national tradition”, I. Yakovenko writes,
“everything in the social space acquired the status of being only through the rela-
tionship with the government” [18, c. 49].

Ukraine’s independence, which was proclaimed under the difficult conditions
of the collapse of the Soviet Union in 1991, did not initially bring anything new
to the culture of interaction between the people and the authorities. The weakness
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of the allied authorities led to the emergence of a powerful national liberation
movement — the People’s Movement of Ukraine. However, apart from the slogan
of Ukraine’s unconditional independence from Russia, this political force failed
to offer a broad program of state-building. In this regard, Ukrainian political sci-
entist V. Polokhalo notes: “In 1991, Ukraine raised its national flag without a real
political and economic program of independent existence, as well as its own po-
litical philosophy. And today the Ukrainian state is in an uncertain state. The
subject of internal discussions are not only the strategy and priorities of socio-
economic development, the principles of the political system, but even statehood
as such” [19, p. 310].

The authors of the fundamental work “Ukrainian Society” are right when they
note: “In 1991, the Ukrainian state emerged as a state of the former party nomen-
klatura, which wanted to retain its power after the collapse of the USSR, under the
guise of national ideology. It began to grow with the new Ukrainian oligarchy.
These two subcultures were a significant part of the Ukrainian elite in the first
decade of independence” [20, p. 149]. Therefore, it is not surprising that the main
part of the population failed to get rid of the feeling of internal distance from
power [21, p. 20].

This results in not entirely positive trends in the development of political con-
sciousness of today’s Ukrainian citizens. On August 3—5, 2006, the Institute of
Social and Political Psychology of the Academy of Pedagogical Sciences of Ukraine
conducted a mass survey. Its results were not entirely comforting — just over 21%
of citizens consider Ukraine a truly independent state. Approximately the same
result was obtained in the same period last year. But in September 2004, as the
presidential election approached, not far more respondents considered Ukraine to
be a truly independent state — 26 %. Recently, the number of those who think that
Ukraine is not an independent state has increased: in 2004 there were 49.2%:; in
2005 there were almost 54 %; now there are about 63 %. Provided at the time of the
poll, an all-Ukrainian referendum on Ukraine’s independence were held again, the
votes of citizens would be distributed as follows: for independence — 57.6%; against
independence — 27.1%; more than 15% of respondents are still hesitant in their
choice [22].

The semi-authoritarian regime created by the second President of Ukraine
Leonid Kuchma was characterized by a phase of so-called “non-politics”. This is
what we had in the era of the previous president, who, in the words of political
scientist V. Vydrin, “killed politics” by creating a regime where politics and busi-
ness were one big feeding ground for a narrow circle of elected officials™ [23, p. 45].

However, the first decade of independence brought positive changes in the
worldview of the Ukrainian political elite: “Thirteen years of development in semi-
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authoritarian conditions during the presidencies of Leonid Kravchuk and Leonid
Kuchma still contributed to a break with the former Bolshevik past, including at-
titudes to state paternalism” [20, p. 149].

Today we can state more or less objectively that the transition from Soviet
authoritarianism to Ukrainian democracy was significantly complicated by the
destruction in the previous period of such necessary elements of civil society (legal
awareness, local self-government, economic sovereignty of citizens over the state,
etc.). V. Kremen, D. Tabachnyk and V. Tkachenko note in this context: “The com-
plexity of the situation is exacerbated by the fact that in Ukraine two dissimilar
processes are intertwined. First, there is a transition from the position of one of the
dependent regions of the superpower to the state of an independent state; secondly,
the old authoritarian-bureaucratic system is destroyed and an attempt is made to
establish a new model of social development, the main characteristics of which
should be a mixed economy, political pluralism, civil society, rights and freedoms
of speech” [24, p. 614].

The coexistence of these various subcultures was accompanied by mutual
activation of their subjects and carriers, forms chronic, stagnant contradictions
in the political process, exacerbating growing social tensions, irrational spending
of power resources, increasing radicalism, disruption of communications, etc.
[21, p. 33].

The situation erupted in 2004 when attempts to falsify the presidential election
led Ukrainians, who had established the image of one of Europe’s most indifferent
nations, to take to the streets en masse to protest against the government’s dishon-
esty and arbitrariness regarding their true expression of will.

After the 2004 presidential election, civil society in Ukraine received addi-
tional impetus in its development. This was clearly illustrated by the results of
a February 2005 survey conducted by the American IFES Center in Ukraine (1,265
respondents). Compared to September 2003, the opinion of citizens about the im-
portance of their right to vote has changed significantly. If then 70% thought that
“their vote does not solve anything”, then in February 2005 only 40% thought so
[23, p. 82]. This is certainly an encouraging trend in the development of the elec-
toral culture of Ukrainian citizens.

However, the achievements of the Orange Revolution are hardly to be exagger-
ated. As the following events showed, the main one among which is the revenge
of the loser of the 2004 presidential election of Viktor Yanukovych in the parlia-
mentary elections of 2006, when every third voter of Ukraine voted for his Party
of Regions. Therefore, the announced democratic breakthrough turned out to be
a democratic surge. At the same time, it should be emphasized that what happened
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in Ukraine during the Orange Revolution, according to V. Vydrin, is a reflection
of the global trend of desecration of power. For many centuries, power was sacred
in nature, it was considered a demigod, given from above, but from now on it was
no longer worshiped and feared [23, p. 157].

Hence, it is hoped that Ukraine will finally surpass itself and be able to overcome
the humiliating status of the periphery of globalization for a European nation of
this scale and potential, and through integration into the European Union will be-
come part of the world political process. Shifts in the political consciousness of
citizens as a result of the Orange Revolution give grounds to predict the gradual
establishment of the activist style in relation to politics and politicians, the democ-
ratization of relations between the people and the state elite.

Certain obstacles to the modernization of the political culture of modern Ukraine
are its features such as regionalism and fragmentation. Ukraine is a country with
significant regional features. Ukrainian regions (East, West, Center and South)
differ significantly in many respects. Among them are geopolitical orientations,
historical experience, regional mentality, social structure and ethnic composition
of the population, its religious affiliation, etc. These indicators significantly affect
the political consciousness of the population, the scale of its social values and
guidelines. For example, according to O. Proskurina, “the originality of the re-
gional political subculture of Donbass is due to: 1) the peculiarity of the historical
character; 2) the depressed nature of the region and the unresolved nature of many
important problems; 3) a combination of weakening democratic values, traditional-
ist and paternalistic traditions, with an electoral consciousness characterized by
high expectations of democracy and power; 4) a high level of critical attitude to-
wards local authorities; 5) high level of political participation of the population in
comparison with other regions of the country; 6) clientele model of organization
of elite groups, for which the social space is a personal agreement between the
patrons of clientele. Some features of this subculture are due to the border nature
of the region...” [25, p. 77].

The military actions of the Russian Federation against our state in eastern
Ukraine, which began in 2014, had a negative impact on the processes of formation
of a democratic political culture, actualized historical and regional problems. The
fragmentation of Ukraine’s political culture is characterized by a lack of citizens’
consent to the political system of society, differences in understanding of power,
lack of social consolidation, and a high level of distrust in state institutions. This
type of political culture is characterized by such features as the use of violence,
a high level of conflict, the lack of generally accepted effective procedures to resolve
conflicts, and the instability of government. Excessive fragmentation of political
culture is the cause of instability in society as a whole.
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N. M. Semke also highlights such a feature of modern political culture of
Ukraine as ambivalence. The researcher notes that “ambivalence is manifested in
the focus on mutually exclusive values and norms, in the contradictory combination
of democratic goals and totalitarian means of their implementation. A person en-
dowed with ambivalent consciousness is able to advocate for integration into the
EU and the Eurasian market, for the revival of the Ukrainian language but with the
preservation of the Russian language as the state language, for the development of
Ukrainian culture but with the preservation of the dominant position of Russian
culture” [26, p. 57].

If we consider the prospects for Ukraine’s development in the postmodern era,
we should consider somewhat late nature of national modernization compared to
other developed countries. Probably the most suitable for predicting the Ukrainian
perspective is the theory of cycles. Sociologists now distinguish various cycles of
development, based on the historical experience of a country. Analyzing the his-
tory of Ukraine, we made the following interesting observation: turning points
occur every 100 years. 1917 was in many ways a turning point not only for Russia,
but also for Ukraine and all mankind. From here, we can predict that the next turn-
ing point will take place in 2017. The head of the research committee “Theory of
Social Systems” at the Russian Society of Sociologists A. Davydov claims that in
any cycle, 67% of its duration falls on the growth phase, and 33 % falls on the phase
of restructuring. Thus, the phase of growth of the age cycle began in 1917 and
ended in 1984. The duration of restructuring will take 33 years” [27, p. 43].

Thus, according to the theory of cycles, the most important socio-economic and
political transformations will take place around 2008—-2009, when Ukraine as a sys-
tem will reach a qualitatively new level. It should be mentioned that the next elec-
tions of the President of Ukraine are to take place in 2009, which will be decisive
in this context. The cycle, which began in 1917 with the slogan “Plunder the loot!”,
lasted until 1984 under the sign of a constant increase in production capacity through
non-economic coercion and latent exploitation of workers. In 1984, a new stage of
restructuring began, the essence of which was the redistribution of the loot among
members . In one form or another, this stage has been continuing up to now.

Conclusions. Drawing a line, we can make the following conclusions from our
work.

1. Ifin a traditional society the philosophy of supremacy and alienation pre-
vailed in the relationship between state power and the people, then in the modern
era a fundamentally new philosophy has formed, i.e. interdependence and partner-
ship between state power and its source, the people. Political power has ceased to
be something alienated and independent of society.
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2. Activist guidelines dominate in the political culture of welfare states — the
apogee of the development of the modern state with the maximum expansion of
citizens’ suffrage in the 20™ century, because in order to receive quality services
from the state it is necessary to actively influence its functioning.

3. In postmodern political culture, the participation of citizens in socio-polit-
ical life is likely to develop in waves, sine waves, depending on the specific situa-
tion and its significance for their interests.

4. The political culture of modern Ukraine as one of its important components
contains an ambivalent attitude towards the state on the part of citizens. Ukrainian
citizens have learned to “tick off the authorities” (the Orange Revolution of 2004,
the Revolution of Dignity of 2013—-2014), but do not yet have the usual mechanisms
to influence powerful people in non-crisis situations for a developed democracy.
At the same time, the prospect of real democratization of Ukraine after 2014 seems
quite probable.

5. Mainly the prospect of European integration will allow independent Ukraine
to finally get rid of the status of the periphery of globalization and join the family
of developed European nations that build their own political life on the principles
of democracy, civil liberties and human rights.

IN THE POST-TRUTH ERA

The era of post-truth is investigated as a communicative situation that contributes to

the spread of propaganda and counter-propaganda, since it generates a pluralism of
interpretations of reality, and, consequently, wide opportunities for creating frames, and
is determined mainly by emotional perception of information as opposed to analytical
understanding and conscious reflection. Proceeding from the fact that the basis of counter-
propaganda (as well as propaganda) is the communication process, its structural elements

are determined.
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The article attempts to conduct a comparative analysis of youth parties in the EU.
Investigate theoretical approaches to understanding the concept of «political party» — as
well as to highlight the main features and characteristics of youth parties.
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political, restrictions.

Problem setting. Today, young people play significantly important role in the
modern world. Thanks to innovations, new technologies, laws, it is young people
who show themselves as progressive, democratic personalities. Now, young people
have virtually none restrictions on the realization of their dreams and themselves.
Nowadays they play a very big role play in socio-political life [1, p. 5]. Because it
is the youth who see the obsolete principles of political life, they can compare what
was once and what is now. Also, now, there are many youth political (not only
organizations) but also parties, because modern young people are ready to change
everything from old politics to current and create a new one. Best of all, the citizens
of each state, where there are youth parties, support this younger generation. Meth-
ods used in the work: the historical method was used in the study themselves youth
political parties, namely: the year of foundation, how and why created; the logical
method, it was most manifested in comparison with the political one party and
youth political party; and the method was used inductions and deductions, which
allowed us to draw conclusions in this work; structural and functional: the structure
and features were determined youth political and political party.

Recent research and publication analysis. Among the scholars who have con-
sidered the European youth movement are the following: H. Gere, A. Daifal,
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L. Landau, G. Sitaraman, R. Warren, K. Hanson. To study the state of youth poli-
cy in Europe, special institutions have been set up to conduct constant monitoring
and analysis of this issue. One of the most influential among them is the European
Center for Knowledge on Youth Policy. In Ukraine, a similar structure is the State
Institute for Family and Youth Policy, which constantly transmits data to the Eu-
ropean Center for Knowledge on Youth Policy, and employees of both structures
regularly hold joint events. Among the Ukrainian researchers of youth problems
and the development of youth movements are M. Golovaty, T. Kovalev, O. Ko-
rnievsky, N. Latov, Y. Latov, G. Lux, V. Pavlovsky, I. Seleznev, O. Tarasov.

Paper objectives. The goal of the article is to conduct a comparative analysis
of youth parties in the EU. Also investigate theoretical approaches to understanding
the concept of “political party” as well as to highlight the main features and char-
acteristics of youth parties.

Paper main body. At the present stage of EU development, the political process
within the Union receives new forms of implementation that require legal regula-
tion. Yes, it can be argued that it is being formed and functioning at the EU level
the EU’s unique supranational party system, which is a system of relations rivalry
and cooperation between political parties (national and supranational) at the supra-
national level, as well as the system of relations between parties and supranational
institutions of power [2, p. 25].

Interestingly, the UN notes that with the growing number of young people on
planet, it becomes the most powerful factor in shaping society. By according to the
UN Commission on International Humanitarian Affairs, by the end of the XXI
century. People under the age of 30 will make up almost 60% of the world’s
population, and up to 25 years — about 50%. Therefore, we must understand that
the population is such age categories are getting bigger and bigger, so the world is
progressing with every day [3].

Today we see that it is young people who take an active part participation in
various protests, actions. For example, “Umbrella Revolution”, “Revolution on
Granite”, “Revolution of Dignity”, young students came out against government
decisions [4, p. 610]. But over time, with history, it is because of these protests,
because of these indignations, distrust to power, youth parties begin to form as
students begin to understand that one of the easiest ways to defend their own inter-
ests in politics — through political institutions, one of which is a political party.
Also, we can say that youth policy begins with organizations in which young peo-
ple learn to communicate, to defend their own civic position, articulate their own
interests. As a result activity increases the level of political consciousness and the
young person becomes conscious an active person who understands his place and
role in the political system. In fact, through the organization leadership qualities,
team decisions, there are various discussions, and we think that’s why a lot of young
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people start creating political parties, because that’s when they really are analyze
a solution, you can find a solution to one or another problems, and even then on
a psychological level, they understand that for in order to change something you
need to start with yourself.

First of all, we want to start with political parties. In general, what is it political
party, what are its features and compare how it differs from public organization
[5, p. 18]. A political party is a legally registered association of people that has
common goal and wants to achieve it, the goal, by gaining political power. Signs
of a political party: desire for power; the desire for support from the people; devel-
opment of a political program; the presence of an organized structure; activity in
election campaigns [6, p. 503—505]. Structure of a political party: as with any or-
ganization, team, association or project, it should to be a leader who manages
everything, who is the highest class, the one who provides practically everything
[7, p. 543-546]. A political party is no exception, so it is the first in its structure
and the highest participant is the leader who plays a leading role: accept the impor-
tant decision, concentrates in its hands all the information about the activities of
the parties, and manipulates the consciousness and behavior of the party masses.
The next class structure and much more important is the bureaucracy that com-
municates between higher and lower party structures and carries out the orders of
the leadership. Sometimes the bureaucracy can be separated from other parts of the
party and even take the party leadership into their own hands, as in any company
and the political party has active and passive members of this organization [8,
p. 829]. So, it’s active those who participate in the full implementation of the po-
litical program they seek problems of solving this or that mistake. These people
can also practice disseminating information of this party, to advertise it. Look for
others who will help them in their work, also these are the people most often in-
volved in local elections, practically made up of a party, these people can be dif-
ferent specialists in different fields (economists, lawyers, medical professionals,
cultural figures). And the opposing party members have passive members. If so,
say in short, they seem to be a member of the party, but do not take part in its pro-
gram. Volunteers are a very important and last link in a political party. Which help
to do the smallest but important work? They are the ones who help active members
and they advertise all events, hand out flyers for greater party recognition. So now
that we understand what a political party is, we can [9]. We want to start moving
to youth political parties (youth parties) from youth organizations, as the youth
party is a kind of youth organizations.

A youth organization is a united group of people aged 14-35 their purpose is
to exercise and protect their rights and freedoms, as well as satisfaction economic,
cultural, social, economic, global, environmental, including political interests.
Y outh organizations usually provide youth: scholarship grants, and also do various
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youth, usually cultural, political, environmental exchanges. All funds and support
are sponsored by almost the EU. The youth organization, created voluntarily, de-
cides independently problems that operate in forms that do not contradict the law.

Youth policy is a purposeful activity through which the problems of the youth
are solved and all the conditions necessary for it are created personality develop-
ment of a young person. Thanks, this activity is achieved understanding between
youth and society and government. Youth policy covers all spheres of youth life,
includes all issues related to the formation and education of youth, covers all pro-
cesses of socialization, the whole set of ideas about the place and role of youth in
society and their implementation. Youth policy is a set of actions of all state and
public institutions, but each of its subjects, social the institution carries it out dif-
ferently according to its needs and opportunities taking into account local conditions
[10, p. 12].

The subjects of youth policy are the state, government agencies (which practi-
cally implement this policy), political parties, public organizations and associations,
trade unions, social institutions (education, culture), individual citizens and, of
course, young people themselves [11, p. 20]. A youth political party is a number
of young people under the age of 29 years within the EU, it can act as an organiza-
tion or as a movement that aims at social political interests, defends the rights of
citizens, is created voluntarily, and desires new changes in the state, does not con-
tradict the law, decides all political issues of their country, participates in various
meetings, discussions, for political purpose may be different [8, p. 827].

Usually, a party arises just when a certain group is aware the need for political
organization in order to participate in government decisions and issues, as well as
for their own interests and young people, aware of their own interests, creates po-
litical structures [12, p. 267]. If so, we compare youth NGOs and youth political
parties, we will see that the parties are more eager to exercise power powers, influ-
ence political processes and aim to obtain authorities, and organizations put pressure
on the authorities in the process of adoption and implementation of political deci-
sions in order to satisfy the interests of its members. The goal of the youth political
party is that they want to have their own political power, as well as ordinary po-
litical parties, and exercise their interests. Also, they set up advisory bodies as a tool
to put pressure on power. And if we talk about the target audience of political
parties, then we are we can say that their interest group is the entire population of
the country, from 18 years and older. Political parties have the spread of advertis-
ing (television, media, social networks, newspapers, magazines, etc.) much more
than youth. They are more focused on the whole nation.

Youth, mostly use methods of advertising social networks, because for them it
is more peculiar. And because of this, they are seen by fewer older generations,
because not all are interested in the Internet, and usually watch the news on televi-
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sion or also read newspapers [13, p. 20-27]. Youth parties want more development
from the students themselves, young people, so that young people have more op-
portunities to discover themselves, take an active part in elections, in solving the
problems of the state, to be aware of allbmistakes and were politically aware. So,
summarizing all the above, we can conclude that youth political parties and politi-
cal parties differ from each other: purpose, structure, characteristics and target
audience. Although they have a common goal, purpose and the desire for power.
Today in the European Union is almost general discourses of the party, which are
formally only youth wings, movements or classical organizations are perceived as
full-fledged youth. Another one one factor gives them the right to be called parties
that they have their own separate names, as well as the right to vote [14, p. 50]. In
fact, there are many such movements or wings in the European Union. But, the EU
also has one youth party, which used to be just a movement and now is already
officially German sources call it youth EU party.

Volt Europe — (Volt Europe) — pro-European, European federalist largest po-
litical youth party. Volt wants to spend policies at local, national and European
levels. The Progress Youth Party is the Norwegian youth wing political party of
Progress. In fact, it is considered freer than the party of Progress itself. The wing
has active divisions in counties and over 50 municipalities of Norway. Libertar-
ian, direct, democratic — youth rights populist, Flemish political conservative —
liberal, libertarian party in Belgium. When the party won five seats in the House
and one seat in the Senate and eight seats in the 2009 Flanders election, she sur-
prised all commentators. Young Conservatives is a youth political organization
founded in the Czech Republic, it is also a youth wing of the Civic Democratic
Party, it is center-right, conservative and economically liberal. Ogra Shinn Fein
(known as the Republican Youth) is a youth wing of the Irish political party Shinn
Fein. The European Free Youth Alliance is a youth wing, founded in 2000 by the
European Free Political Alliance European party. It is a pan-European youth or-
ganization which includes members of political organizations, they protect and
promote: linguistic and cultural national diversity of Europe [9]. Young European
Socialists is an organization of the Party of Europeans socialists; it is an associa-
tion of youth organizations in Europe and of the European Union. Place of or-
ganization — Brussels.

Conclusions of the research. Having carried out a comprehensive study of the
issue of youth political parties of the EU and carrying out their comparative analy-
sis, we can come to the following conclusions: a political party is a legally registered
association of people that has a common goal and wants to achieve it, the goal by
gaining political power; signs of a political party: desire for power; desire for sup-
port from the outside the people; political program development; the presence of
an organized structure; activity in election campaigns; a youth political party is
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a certain number of young people up to 29 years within the EU (according to Eu-
rostat source Being young in Europe today), it can act as an organization or as
a goal-oriented movement socio-political interests, defends the rights of citizens,
is created voluntarily and wants new changes in the state, does not contradict the
law, resolves all political issues of his country, participates in various meetings,
discussions, for political purposes, may be different. Signs of youth political parties:
the pursuit of common interests (their interests, usually completely different from
a political party); members and leaders of this party there are young people under
the age of 29. The main feature is that these parties usually participate in the ac-
tivities of international organizations, such as the United Nations, where a special
department of youth policy was created; the structure of the youth political party
is almost no different from the structure of a regular political party, but there are
small nuances in that depends on the country in which it exists and is registered.
For example in Germany the Youth Union consists of land and district associations.
That 1s, the structure of the youth political party may change; party youth policy of
political associations provides for two main directions: ideological training of young
party members; attracting new ones representatives of the younger generation to
the organization by conducting socio-political, cultural, historical, educational and
other events; there are 3 types of youth parties: a group of common ideological
political purpose. The main goal is to protect national interests and gaining state
power; a youth organization created for the purpose political expression and protec-
tion of the interests of youth, its representation in state institutions; paramilitary
formations are an association that operates for pressure on the current political and
power structures. Today in the European Union almost in general discourses of the
party, which are formally only youth wings, movements or classical organizations
are perceived as full-fledged youth.

as the Republican Youth) is the youth wing of the Irish political party Shinn Fein;
European Free Alliance of Youth — is a youth wing, founded in 2000 by European
Free Alliance of European Political Party; Young people European Socialists is an
organization of the Party of European Socialists, it is association of youth organiza-
tions in Europe and the European Union; we analyzed each of the 7 youth political
parties for the following criteria: date of foundation, founder / first head, levels
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implementation of activities, place of activity, ideology, governing body, support-
ers and members, future intentions, support for EU reforms, and funding activities.
Note that each of the considered political organizations is unique in its activities
and views on ideology and directions activities. However, we can say that each of
them is designed to develop youth party organizations both in individual European
countries and throughout Europe in general.

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THE CONCEPT OF CIVIL SOCIETY, ITS FORMATION
IN UKRAINE, FUNCTIONS AND FEATURES

The concept of «civil society» in modern political science is given. The relevance of its
theoretical and practical aspects which is caused by the obvious increase the role of ordinary
citizens and their voluntary associations in all spheres of human society.: economic, politi-
cal, social, spiritual, is analyzed. The successes of public organizations and movements of
people of good will in the field of detente of international tensions, in providing assistance
to peoples affected by natural disasters, catastrophes and other social unrest are widely
known. It was established that the basis of victories is the development of civil society, high
activity of citizens and their voluntary associations. This is achievable only in a sufficient-
ly developed civil society. It has been proved that success comes where the business activ-
ity of citizens and the non-governmental structures they create increases, state intervention
in economic, social and spiritual life is limited, where civil society develops and improves.
The theoretical and applied aspects of the phenomenon of civil society are comprehended
through a theoretical analysis of the concept of civil society in the history of socio-philo-
sophical and political thought, from Plato and Aristotle to the views of modern researchers.
1t is emphasized that civil society is a type of social system, the hallmark of which is the real
multi-subjectivity of economic, social, cultural and political life. The formation and devel-
opment of civil society in Ukraine during the years of independence is analyzed. It is proved
that the formation of civil society is manifested in the formation of its institutions — voluntary
public associations, public movements, trade unions, independent media, public opinion as
a social institution, elections and referendums as a means of public expression and protec-
tion of public-dependent interests. judicial and law enforcement systems, etc. The peculi-
arities of the interaction of civil society and the rights’ state are substantiated.

Keywords: civil society, the concept of civil society, state power, political party, welfare
state, state of rights.
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Problem setting. Civil society is one of the key categories of modern political
science. The processes that take place in it largely determine the content of the
policy and the directions of its implementation. The path to civil society, the
development of its concept, its own formation and development are complex and
long-term. This article reveals issues that will help to understand the nature,
structure, features and problems of civil society in modern democracies. Today,
civil society is often defined as the opposite, the counterweight to the state. After
all, with the advent of the state there is a kind of bifurcation of elements of public
life into purely civil and state. However, the purely independent life of civil society
is almost non-existent, in most of its manifestations it is intertwined with the life
of the state, and the institutions themselves are designed to solve or facilitate
complex state tasks, including the implementation of state-guaranteed constitutional
rights and freedoms [1, p. 299-300]. There is no unambiguous relationship between
the existence of the state and the presence or absence of civic principles in society.

Analysis of recent research and publications. At different times, the problem
of civil society, the rule of law, the interaction between them has attracted the
attention of scientists and politicians. In the historical context, we can point to
successes in the study of these phenomena. Aristotle and N. Machiavelli made
a significant contribution to their research. J.-J. Rousseau, G. W. F. Hegel, J. Locke
and other researchers. The methodological basis of the work is the achievement of
world socio-political thought, which includes the works of progressive political
scientists, sociologists, philosophers, educators; state documents, legislative acts.
There is a noticeable success in the study of various aspects of social consciousness
and its forms, such as political, economic, legal and so on. This problem includes
the works of V. Babkin, 1. Dzyubko, L. Egholm, G. Fine, L. Herasina, L. Kaspers-
en, V. Korniyenko, O. Nesterenko, S. Ryabov, V. Stepanenko, M. Trebin,
V. Yablonskyi and others [2-9]. Theoretical and methodological issues of the
functioning and essence of political consciousness, its structure and relationship
with other forms of social consciousness are covered in the works of O. Babkina,
V. Bebik, V. Gorbatenko, G. Shchedrova and other authors [10-13].

The purpose of this article is to examine the concept of civil society, particularly,
in Ukraine, its functions and features. The goal will be achieved by implementing
the following tasks: characteristics of civil society, welfare state and state of rights,
identification of their interaction; identification of the state of political consciousness
of civil society, trends in its development, interaction with other forms of social
consciousness; analysis of theoretical and methodological aspects; analysis of
problems that arise in the formation of political consciousness.

Paper main body. The idea of civil society with its roots reaches ancient Greece
and Rome, finds its theoretical embodiment in the works of Aristotle, Cicero, other
thinkers. Over time, there is understanding of civil society as a community of equal
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citizens, which does not depend on the state, but interacts with it for the sake of the
common good. In the political sphere, civil society provides citizens for free
participation in state and public affairs. The main subject of such a society is
a person who freely develops individual and collective life, decentralized state
power and local self-government, democratically solved socio-political problems
based on well-balanced, consensus relations [14, p. 44-45].

The concept of “civil society” is differently interpreted in social sciences. Thus,
Montesquieu, believing that society cannot exist without a government, distin-
guished by the state as a union of citizens and the state as a totality of officials [15,
p. 262-263]. G. Spencer in accordance with his organic theory of society compared
the state with a biological organism, considered it an aggregate of the management
bodies, rule [16, p. 606]. His «hardware» idea later was used by Marxism.

It is known that in the primitive public society there were authorities. The func-
tions of the ruling have not been identified in the life of the community yet. At the
same the community was a source and bearer of power. Gradually there was a hi-
erarchy (from the Greek: igpapyia, hierarkhia, ‘rule of a high priest’, from hier-
arches, ‘president of sacred rites’; hieros — sacred and archia — power — division
into higher and lower positions, ranks; the strict order of subordination of lower
relative to the position or orient of individuals) of public administration, as a result
of which ordinary communities were detached from the management of the com-
munity.

People’s assembly is replaced by a military squad. The Council of Elders turn
into more venerable and independent centers for making government decisions,
only a part of which is made to formal approval of the assembly of communities.
So gradually there was a public administration from the community. It was carried
out by its separate institutions that the community was quite subordinate. In the
future, due to Christian doctrine state and private began to distinguish between.
Cursing an idea of a civil society as a means of limiting state power, restraining its
relentless aspiration to the absolute, authoritarian [17, p. 75-76].

Implementation of the concept of «civil society» is associated with the idea of
“natural rights of a person” which in the XVII century was fundamental in the
formation and dissemination of legal consciousness, political and legal concepts,
first of all the theory of “social contract”. Thus, Hugo Grotius and Baruch (de)
Spinoza by “natural rights” considered freedom of beliefs and thoughts, freedom
of possession and use of property, equality of people among themselves, their se-
curity against arbitrariness, etc. [16, p. 607—608]. The distinction between civil
society and the state launched Jean-Jacques Rousseau in the work “Discourse on
the Origin and Basis of Inequality Among Men”. Civil society, in his opinion, arose
as a result of the formation of private property, and the state was created from his
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idea on the basis of a social contract. John Locke believed that people agreed to
establish a state for the purpose of reliable provision of natural rights, equality and
freedom, protection of person and property — the values of civil society [16, p. 392].

The aggregate of individuals who unlimited themselves with their natural rights
formed, according to supporters of the contractual theory of the origin of the state,
society in its “natural state” (“status naturalis™). This is the state of entirely freedom,
which leads to “war of all against all”. But under such conditions to have “right to
everything”, Thomas Hobbes asserted, means not actually not to be right on any-
thing. In order to avoid threats that are necessarily arising in the natural state of
society, people were forced to replace it to the state of Civic (“status civilis”). The
transition from the natural state to civilization makes it possible to regulate laws
and other rules of disordered relations [14, p. 44—45].

According to the theory of “social contract” people conclude an agreement and
create a state that appears over society, alienates and focuses on part of their natu-
ral rights. So, there is a civil society, in contrast to the natural, pre-state is a state
in which the state has existed. In the conventional theories of the state (J. Locke,
Voltaire, J.-J. Rousseau), the citizenship state of society was perceived as an anti-
pode of a natural state, but the authorities as a derivative of relations that dominate
in a community society [18, p. 166—167].

The concept of civil society, its understanding as the realm of human freedom,
which is outside the state regulation, is the generation of a liberal outlook. John
Locke, called the “father of Liberalism”, believed that the state is called primarily
to protect personal freedom and property acquired by the work of people. It oper-
ates only in strictly outlined limits, which can lead to civil disobedience. People
should have the right to resist arbitrariness of government, to resist it and even
resort to force for its overthrow, when it directs its power to conqueror, usurpation,
tyranny, or in the event of its collapse. Based on the recognition of self-value and
priority of spontaneous human life, compared with managerial influence on it,
enlightenments of the XVIII century (J. Locke, Ch. Montesquieu) proclaimed that
the civil idea is higher and more significant than the idea of state. Georg Hegel
distinguished civil society and political state. The scientist considered it indirectly
through the work by the system of needs, based on the principle of domination of
private property and the general formal equality of people. Niccolo Machiavelli,
Montesquieu, Georg Hegel believed that society should be the object of influence
of the state that can act quite independently. Political state wisdom is to take into
account existing relations in society, thoughts and circumstances. Classical views
on civil society have prepared a modern understanding of this phenomenon. Civil
society is a society of citizens with a high level of economic, social, political, cul-
tural and moral features, which jointly with the state forms developed legal relations.
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This is a community of all citizens, their free associations identified with social
relations characterized by a high level of social consciousness and political culture
that are outside the state regulation, but are guarded and guaranteed by it.

The formation of civil society is associated with the affirmation of the bourgeois
system. It is impossible without the existence of law rule, but only the existence of
a developed, stable civil society enables the formation of law rule. Highly developed
civil society is the basis of a stable democratic political regime. Non-liberal
(totalitarian, authoritarian) society is entirely or mainly subordinated to the state
regulating, centralizing them. This way of interaction between the state and society
is called statism that is characterized as a policy of is the spreaded state powers to
all without exception. Its essence is to recognize the state as the most important
and only factor in integrating society. In totalitarian societies the civil sphere is
reduced to the minimum possible sizes, but never disappears entirely [19, p. 201].

Developed civil society involves the existence of a democratic law rule, which
is intended to satisfy and protect the interests and rights of citizens. Prerequisites
for civil society are: market economy with its own manner of ownership; multiplicity
of independent political forces and parties; non-directively formed public opinion;
free personality with a developed sense of self-dignity [20, p. 5-6]. Civil society
is not only separate from the state society, autonomous sphere of social being, which
is not a subject to direct control and regulation by the authorities, as well as
a structured society. It provides freedom of associations of individuals by interests
and preferences. Separate segments of the population form their groups, voluntary
associations, which are designed to provide civilized relations with other subjects
of co-existence in society. Therefore, civil society is a certain mechanism of an
informal social partnership, which enables the implementation and balance of
existing interests. Civil society in political science usually is considered as a social
formation opposed to the state. It can be understood as pluralism and organization
of interests regardless of the state.

Such a society is emancipated from the state, the realm of spontaneous self-
existing individuals and voluntarily formed associations and organizations of
citizens protected by law on direct intervention and regulation by state authorities.
It is embodied in the private life of citizens, the existence of a free market,
unobstructed dissemination of spiritual, religious, moral, national values, etc. The
basis of civil society is the life of individuals as private people, a set of freely
established interpersonal ties (family, communal, economic, cultural, religious,
etc.), diversity of interests, capabilities and methods of their expression and
implementation.

The main features of civil society are the following: availability of democratic
legal statehood; separated the state from the structure of society, which includes
various voluntary associations of people; mutual responsibility of the state and
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citizens for the implementation of democratically accepted laws; self-government
of individuals, voluntary organizations and associations of citizens; adequate free
exchange of social system, the political system under which the state is derived
from civil society and processes in it; approval of direct and diverse interests, the
possibility of their expression and implementation; the possibility of providing
genuine, real life, unlike the state — areas of conditional, formal life; a variety of
forms of ownership (private, collective, co-operative, etc.), market economy;
availability of free competition, relations of exchange of activities and its products
between independent owners; direct communication of people; respect of civil
rights, which are considered to be higher than state laws; access for all citizens to
participate in state and public affairs; freedom of personality; pluralism of ideologies
and political views, multiparty; pluralism, a totality of all non-political relations in
society and diverse activities of people; presence of a developed social structure;
diversity of social initiatives; developed civic political culture and consciousness;
regulation of people’s actions directly by the same people, primarily due to the
norms of morality; control over the activities of public authorities [19, p. 201].

The existence of various controversial interests in the civil society, which it is
not capable of satisfying, called for the state of the state as an embodiment, the
implementation of general interest, as an institution, which responsibility is the
guarantee and protection of human rights. In such a society there is a real property
that is capable of being realized in the legal field.

If in a civil society the actions of people are due to their real needs and
requirements of common sense, the state and performers of its will above all put
the formal side of the case. Any event, meaningful and worthy for a person (birth,
marriage, etc.), the state considers a real fact only after the fulfillment of proper
formal procedures, documentary certification (drawing up a protocol, signing an
act).

If civil society defends natural rights, economics, private life, sphere of freedom;
the political society (state) relates to established laws, politics, state, public life and
sphere of duty. The alternative features and values of the state and civil society do
not mean their antagonism, but on the contrary, determines their mutual need.
Without a state, a civil society is impossible, without civil society, a full legal state
is impossible. They are interconnected aspects of one holistic person life, civilized
social existence. Developed civil society creates conditions for free self-realization
of individuals and their various associations and holds the state from suppressing
individuals and society, making it more democratic and legal [21, p. 30].

The level of democracy in modern society is largely determined by the existence
of independent associations system of sovereign individuals and freely established
ties between them. Formed on pluralism, tolerance, liberalism (respect for the rights
and freedoms of the person), such a society is able to confront both the statist
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tendencies by state and anarchism, to achieve optimal public governance. Open
rivalry of public interest initiates a political process, promotes the implementation
of general social interest [17, p. 82]. Therefore, for the democratization of society,
the state reform is necessary not only for effective lawmaking, political and legal
activity, but also the formation of civil society — the structuring of the community,
awareness of the costs of their interests, the valuation of its own and foreign rights,
dignity and freedom, the reverence of the rules and procedures of socio-political
interaction.

In Ukraine today there is a gradual process of becoming a civil society, which
is still very far from completion. Authorities of different levels have been already
formed, but they still demonstrate the failure to bring the country from the system
crisis, and therefore the dynamic process of citizens’ alienation from the state,
power and politicians is clear [22, p. 6-9]. Civil society is characterized by a system
of the interests’ representation of different groups of the population in the form of
political parties that express the interests and formulate the political priorities of
certain social groups. Today, political parties (registered more than 340) are not
sufficiently contributing to the proper establishment of communication channels
between the state and citizens.

The current level of self-organization of civil society in Ukraine is characterized
by certain contradictions. On the one hand, optimism is provided by the growing
willingness of people to defend their rights, unite in public organizations, increase
civic activism, successful development and the introduction of various forms of
public participation in public life. On the other hand, the effectiveness of civil
society self-organization is hampered by the low level of citizen involvement in
local development processes, activities of public organizations and local
governments, passivity and paternalism of Ukrainian citizens on the ground, low
representation of community members in self-government and public trust.

The trends in the transformation of the social structure of our state include the
actual lack of middle class and significant progress in its formation, lumpenization
of numerous groups of the population, the emergence of new owners, polarization
of wealth and poverty, preserving the old nomenclature of its positions. More than
85 percent of the population of Ukraine occupy the position below the middle class
and exists in extreme uncertainty and unpredictability. Due to the formation of the
middle class, the stratification of society on the rich and poor prevails the principle
of strength, and not the principle of law, although the intention of the legal state is
declared everywhere.

Factors of the formation in Ukraine of civil society are: free and alternative
political elections, referendums; independent (primarily from the authorities) media;
development of local self-government; political parties capable of representing
group interests; availability of market relations and economic pluralism. To
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strengthen the processes of self-organization, it is necessary to promote the increase
of analytical capabilities in society, there should be an expanded discourse with the
involvement of a wide range of civil society experts, increase public participation
in reforming the country [23, p. 65-67].

The welfare state acquires special significance in modern conditions. The
welfare state is a state that seeks to ensure every citizen of decent living conditions,
social security, complicity in the management of production, and in the ideal of
approximately the same vital chances, opportunities for self-realization of personality
[24, p. 213-214]. The term “welfare state” was introduced in 1850 by German
scientist-lawyer Lorenz von Stein [25, p. 48—49]. However, his active theoretical
development and practical embodiment began in Germany in the second half of the
XX century. The theoretical principles of the social state are highlighted in the
works of G. Richter (Germany), A. Brown (USA), M. Boretti (France).

The experience of developed countries convincingly indicates that the origin
and formation of a social state are not spontaneously, but on the basis of purposeful
state policy. The transition to the state of the specified type is possible only with
the implementation of a systematic strategy of reforms, which binds to a holistic
complex of movement to a socio-market economy, civil society, a legal state with
a purposeful formation of social institutions. The content of the welfare state is
manifested in the promotion of such elements of modern society as a social market
economy, social democracy, social ethics.

The principles of solidarity and subsidy belong to the most important principles
of maintaining the harmonious relationship between citizens and the state, which
contribute to the functioning of the state mechanism with social content. Solidarity
involves unity and purposeful association of various groups and segments of society
around the main objectives and values, both current and long-term perspective. The
idea of solidarity is based on the help of the stronger to the weak, in mutual support
and responsibilities of citizens in front of the state and one before one.

The principle of subsidy received an expanded submission in the social doctrine
of the Catholic Church and acquired socio-state content in the practice of state
construction of Federal Republic of Germany and other developed West countries.
According to this principle, the superior echelons of the management are performed
only those tasks that are not possible to be lower than the ranks and are intended
to help the latter in supporting their independence and their own responsibility.
Initiated by the state, the subsidiary contributes to overcoming consumer psychology
in citizens and their associations, functional overload of the state, uncontrolled
growth of bureaucracy, and also stimulates group and personal population initiative
[26]. It should be taken into account that the social state in each country is formed,
based on the specifics of national, historical, socio-political, geographical conditions
and traditions of coexistence within a particular society. Accordingly, a model that
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allows you to find your own, optimal path to the social state is created.

The theory of rights’ state originates from antiquity. The ancient Greek
philosopher Plato wrote that statehood is possible only where fair laws are
dominated, «where the law is the owner over the rulers, and they are slaves». Since
the new time, the theory of the rights’ state was supplemented by direct appeal to
the idea of human rights. Advanced era thinkers of the formation of capitalism in
the XVII-XVIII centuries formulated the principle of separation of powers, laid
down the basis of the theory of a state of rights. Thus, the German philosopher
I. Kant believed that the state provides the triumph of law and is subordinated to
its requirements. Another German philosopher M. Weber formulated the principles
of such a state [27, p. 87]. Rights’ state is characterized by: the rule of law and its
domination in society; equality before the law itself, all its authorities, public
organizations, officials and citizens; the supremacy of representative authorities,
their openness and publicity, the absence of any dictatorship; separation of powers
into three branches: a legislature, an executive, and a judiciary, which creates
a system of mutual restraint and mutual opposition of branches of government;
a guarantee of the rights and freedoms of a person within the limits of legality,
mutual responsibility of the state, associations of citizens and individuals; high
level of public structures, the possibility of public associations and individuals to
participate in the management of society; observance of the principles of general,
direct, equal suffrage; control of public authorities by society, citizens and their
organizations; responsibility of the state to the world community of legal states;
organic connection of the rights and freedoms of citizens with their responsibilities,
duties, laws, self-control, self-consciousness, legal culture [24, p. 211-212]. In
addition to strict adherence to laws, society provides for another fundamental
requirement — observance of generally accepted norms of morality. The right and
moral have always been the factors of human existence and humanism [28, p. 11].

Conclusions. There are no final words on civil society, because civil society
is constantly being reinterpreted and recreated. Civil society can be understood as
the «third sector» of society, distinct from government and business, and including
the family and the private sphere. By other authors, civil society is used in the
sense of 1) the aggregate of non-governmental organizations and institutions that
manifest interests and will of citizens or 2) individuals and organizations in
a society which are independent of the government. It is protected by law from
direct interference by public authorities. In civil society there are qualitatively new
relations between society and nature, between society and the state, between
society and the individual, between the individual and the state. The development
of civil society is a guarantor against authoritarianism and totalitarianism. Civil
society exists in contradictory unity with the state. Under a democratic regime, it
closely touches and interacts in passive and active opposition to the regime. The
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conditions for the functioning of civil society are: the presence in society of
a developed social structure that reflects the different interests of the social
community, the ownership of property by every citizen, personal or collective
right to dispose of it at its discretion; sufficiently high level of social, intellectual,
psychological development of members of society, ability to full self-activity. At
present, humanity is more aware of the essence of a highly developed civil society;
the current level of development of civilization requires the expansion of the
boundaries of civil society, the emergence of a new, modern society adequate to
it. In particular, there is a possibility of parallel growth of the role and activity of
the state and civil society, their interaction and interaction.

Prospects for further research. Building a democratic, constitutional and
welfare state in Ukraine is directly related to the formation of civil society. In
independent Ukraine, the formation of civil society is a priority. In the current
conditions of Ukrainian reality, civil society institutions are only being formed, due
to which they cannot fully control state power. However, there are already tendencies
of participation and growing role of civil society institutions, which are becoming
stronger, in the mechanism of realization of constitutional rights and freedoms of
man and citizen in Ukraine. At the same time, the institutions of civil society should
not completely absorb the state, replacing the implementation of its basic functions
by non-state structures. Without the effective implementation of its basic functions
by the state, it is impossible to create and develop a full-fledged civil society in
Ukraine.

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PROBLEMS OF FUNCTIONAL CONDITIONALITY
OF THE OBJECTIVE NATURE OF SOCIAL DEVIATIONS

Problem setting. Human actions and deeds that tend to deviate from institutionalized
expectations are becoming less predictable, contrary to existing cultural and moral norms,
social rules and responsibilities in a given society, and can be seen as a potential threat
to the social order. That is why the need to analyze the problem of the nature of mass
deviations is relevant.

Recent research and publications analysis. The results of scientific investigations of
deviant behavior as a social phenomenon have found theoretical justification in the numer-
ous works of sociologists, conflictologists, philosophers, culturologists, psychologists,
Jurists: 1. Bakum, K. Bartol, G. Becker, R. Blackborn, T. Garasimov, J. D. Downs, P. Rock
and Y. McLaughlin, 1. Zhdanova, T. Zelinskaya, M. Inderbitsin, K. A. Bates, R. R. Heine,
N. Kivenko, Z. Kisil, R.-V. Kisil, J. Kleiberg, L. Kozer, L. Kotlyarova, A. Crossman, C. Lom-
broso, E. Manuylov, Y. Kalinovsky, N. Martyniuk, V. Mendelevich, T. Parsons, B. Tkach,
K. Horne, E. Erickson and many others.

Paper objective — disclosure of the functional conditionality of the objective nature of
deviation as a social phenomenon inherent in any society.

Paper main body. A methodological distinction between deviance as a system of cer-
tain individual and social anti-values has been made. The methodological basis of this
distinction was the comparative analysis of nonconformist (‘'fundamental deviation”) and
aberrant (“appropriate deviation”) behavior proposed by R. Merton. It is shown how the
morphogenesis of aberrant behavior forms the mechanism of transition of individual anti-
values into social ones. Initially, aberrations remain in the private sphere and have no
social consequences, but over time, deviations spread, especially when most people see
that violators thrive and become a “role model” (according to R. Merton), and the devia-
tion becomes regular. The next step — common in society aberrant behavior seeks to
weaken or even destroy the legitimacy of institutional norms in force in the system, result-
ing in the institutionalization of deviations. This is due, firstly, to the regular nature of
aberrations, secondly, the transition of deviations from the private to the public, thirdly,
the well-established “social mechanics” of deviations and, finally, the rarity of penalties
for aberrant behavior or its symbolic sanctions. As a result, three variants of institutional-
ized deviations are formed: “normative erosion”, which is associated with the slow liber-
alization of certain norms; «Resistance to normsy, when new norms are introduced by
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order “from above”; “Substitution of norms”, when the current norms are not refuted,
but common deviations seem to become legal due to the scale and duration of their ap-
plication. Regardless of which option is implemented, it is through aberrations that the
transition of individual anti-values into social ones is completed.

The objective nature of social deviations has a functional conditionality. First, soci-
ety’s desire for development requires a change in the usual ways of acting, which, in turn,
involve deviations from social norms. The destruction of the standards of action proposed
by the norms, due to mass repetitive deviations, performs a signal function of the obsoles-
cence of those existing norms and values that inhibit social progress. Secondly, the increase
in the number of interactions and, consequently, social roles that are simultaneously
performed by a socially active person in the development of society, leads to the fact that
within the system of social norms governing social interactions, contradictions arise when
compliance with one rule effective need to violate another. Therefore, there are forced
deviations. Based on this, a classification of deviant behavior is proposed, where the cri-
terion for typology is the rationality / irrationality of the choice of actions: unconscious
(is the result of mental disorders that lead to violations of human adaptation to social
norms, when deviations from officially established or actually existing standards in soci-
ety have no rational explanation) and conscious, which is divided intovoluntary (is a form
of disorganization of human social behavior, which on the basis of their own rational
moral choice consciously demonstrates inconsistencies with expectations and/or require-
ments of society) and forced (is a kind of behavior influence of objective external factors,
characterized by the inevitability of violation of one rule in favor of another due to the
presence of logical contradictions in the system of norms governing a certain type of social
relations).

Conclusions of the research. Violation by the individual of the internalization process
of social experience can lead to impoverishment of the role repertoire, its deformation,
entry into the antisocial plane and, as a consequence, the emergence of various manifesta-
tions of personality antisocialization, its desocialization, and subsequent social maladap-
tation. At the same time, the transfer of emphasis in the value orientations of people from
spiritual priorities to material ones intensifies the emergence of zones with a high level of
social entropy in the social space. Social entropy provokes the spread of aberrant behav-
ior — actions associated with a conscious hidden violation of social norms by the indi-
vidual, when he is clearly aware of the asociality of their actions, creating a system of
individual anti-values. Unlike nonconformist (“fundamental deviation”), which usually
initiates normative innovation, aberrant behavior (“appropriate deviation”) produces
normative deviations. The lack of choice in the dilemma “to violate — not to violate the
norm” leads to forced deviations, the analysis of the possible consequences of which re-
quires further study.

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Problem setting. Crime has affected all spheres of life society. In this regard, an
in-depth study of the nature, causes, consequences, and development trends of this
social phenomenon is important, and has both scientific and practical significance.
It should be the basis for improving social relations and civil society institutions,
social norms and their application, for strengthening the system of social control,
for more consistent implementation of measures of moral and legal education, social
prevention and responsibility. All of them are aimed at ensuring maximum protec-
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tion of the individual, satisfaction of the interests of citizens, democratization and
humanization of our society.

The internationalization of modern human life is accompanied by the interna-
tionalization of crime and the spread of its typical patterns, trends and forms to
different regions and countries. Today, we are witnessing the rapid spread of crime
among modern youth, which is a consequence of the problems that young people
face on the way to becoming a person and finding their place in life. This makes it
necessary not only to study the factors of deviant behavior of young people, which
are common to all states, but also to critically assess the experience of countering
antisocial phenomena in these countries. In recent years, views on the criminal
behavior of young people and measures to combat it have changed significantly.
However, scientists are united by the desire to describe and explain this phenomenon,
as well as to justify the means of preventing it. Modern science has a whole arsenal
of methods that have historically developed in the process of studying the
phenomenon of crime among young people. One of the conditions for such research
is the use of a set of sociological methods. Their peculiarity is the availability of
resources for conducting and impartial evaluation of results. The study of modern
world experience of effective counteraction to asocial and socially dangerous
phenomena in the youth environment will help to identify new ways to solve
problems related to overcoming and preventing youth deviation.

Recent research and publications analysis. Theoretical aspects of the problem
of personality and behavior of juvenile delinquents are found in the works of
M. C. Bassiouni & Alan F. Sewell [1] and M. L. Benson [2]. Thus, M. C. Bassiou-
ni & Alan F. Sewell put forward the idea of the necessity to develop theories for
the rehabilitation of juvenile delinquents, because those that exist usually do not
correspond to the consensus between various scientific theories of human behav-
ior [1]. Scientists based on the analysis and generalization of scientific theories of
deviant behavior note the need to develop new contemporary theories and prac-
tices of rehabilitation of juvenile offenders. M. L. Benson provides an overview
of research and theories of the approach to crime throughout life in his work [2].
This approach, based on the theory of the life cycle, describes the main concepts
and problems in the field of criminology that a person faces throughout life. In
particular, some sections of the work are devoted to the analysis of research on
the role of the family in the problem of juvenile delinquency, as well as the rela-
tionship between youth crime and such stages of life as education, profession, and
marriage.

Empirical data for the development of theoretical positions of this problem
can be obtained using the methods of sociology. Works by such authors, such as
I. V. Pidkurkova [3], Y. O. Roskopyna [4], O. H. Danylian, O. P. Dzoban
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[5, p. 539-542] is devoted to the sociological methods and their application in the
study socio-legal spheres of society. So, I. V. Pidkurkova reveals the essence and
considers the use of techniques of sociology in the study of various aspects of the
court’s activities, and provides examples of certain techniques in the practice of
judicial studies [3]. Y. O. Roskopyna has revealed the value of sociological meth-
ods to prevent and pedagogical prevention of criminal offences in the youth envi-
ronment [4].

The work of V. V. Holina & B. M. Holovkin is devoted to the study of the
personality of a minor criminal [6]. The authors of the article believe that the study
of the identity of a minor offender will reveal the risk zones of their criminal career
and prevent the appearance of misconduct among young people and recidivism
among prisoners. The work was based on the analysis of research results using the
analysis of archived criminal cases and interviews of convicts. The portrait of
a minor criminal was formed based on the criteria of gender, age, education, social
status, and nationality.

The social characteristics of juvenile delinquents and the reasons for their
criminal behavior are discussed in the article V. D. Vodnik [7]. Considerable
attention is paid to the factors that affect the Commission of crimes: a dysfunctional
family, the shortcomings of the educational process, the problem of underage use
of alcohol and drugs. Some areas of prevention of juvenile delinquency are indicated.

A wide range of scientific publications devoted to analysis of legal culture of
juvenile offenders, the characteristics of sociological methods to assess the level
of their legal awareness, formation of their motivation to stand with law-abiding
behavior, to strengthen preventive work among adolescents, aimed at preventing
unlawful behavior Thus, the article by G. P. Klimova provides a philosophical and
legal justification of the essence of legal nihilism as one of the most common forms
of deformation of legal consciousness [8]. The most characteristic features of
modern legal nihilism are highlighted. The most important types of legal nihilism —
legal infantilism and legal negativism (radicalism) are analyzed. The nature of legal
nihilism as a destructive social phenomenon is studied. The social danger of this
social phenomenon is shown. N. I. Zhuchkova & N. A. Bushina present the results
of a study aimed at studying the perception of juvenile delinquency by adolescents,
assessing the level of their legal awareness and legal culture [9]. Based on the data
obtained, the authors propose measures to improve the policy in the field of
preventing and combating juvenile delinquency.

O. V. Leshhenko on the example of Russia analyzes the current legal rules,
which facilitate the formation of sense of justice for juvenile offenders and offers
a contemporary understanding of the phenomenon of reflection of awareness of the
juvenile offender as a condition that reflects its own consciousness of the indi-
vidual understanding of the law and of the law [10].
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We should also highlight the work of scientists who comprehensively study
the problems of criminal career, especially from the point of view of the “life
path” approach. One of the fundamental works on the career of a criminal is
considered to be the book J. H. Laub & R. J. Sampson [11]. Based on previous
empirical studies, the authors examined a sample of men aged 14 to 70 years.
One of the leading ideas of the work is that not all children who begin to live in
an unfavorable social environment and show a tendency to misconduct can behave
like this throughout their lives. The authors associate the variability of behavior
with the social context. Criminal career is the subject of G. Zara research [12].
In his work, the author studies violent behavior of young people in order to recons-
truct delinquent career and identify risk factors. The scientist makes his conclu-
sions based on the results of the research using methods of analyzing official data
and self-reports data.

Special attention was paid to the disclosure of the nature of criminal behavior
of minors as a predictor of the trajectory of an adult’s criminal career by D. M. Car-
kin & P. E. Tracy [13]. They provide a large amount of data on the criminal his-
tory of crimes committed by minors, which allowed us to identify the factors that
influence various variables on the trajectory of their criminal activity. At the same
time, these authors mainly used the longitudinal study method when analyzing
juvenile crimes. Because of this, the results obtained are not subject to broad gen-
eralization and transfer to other cohorts of juvenile offenders. In the study of the
causes of criminal actions of teenagers, the work of Y. Antonan & M. Goncharova
is interesting [14]. Using methods of systematic analysis of empirical data and
scientific modeling, the authors identify the most common factors that affect ado-
lescent crime in modern conditions. The obtained results are proposed to be used
for the development of new doctrinal approaches to the prevention of illegal be-
havior of children.

Among the factors that influence the occurrence of criminal behavior among
minors, a special place is occupied by the family. Based on the results of the
International Self-Report Delinquency Study 3 survey, B. Gualco, R. Rensi and
G. Fossa investigate and identify the possible relationship between the family
(family type, climate, role system, etc.) and the behavior of juvenile offenders [15].

V. D. Vodnik also explores the family, its potential as a factor influencing the
formation and development of the personality of a minor criminal [16]. After all,
the family forms an emotional and psychological mood, the level of self-esteem
and self-criticism, directs the development of children in a certain direction,
provides guidance on the performance of public and civil duties.

The problem of domestic violence against minors is covered by the work of
A. B. Blaha, in which the author analyzes the possibilities of using the content
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analysis method in the study of this phenomenon and highlights the main results
that were obtained with its help [17].

J. B. Sandera’s work with a group of like-minded people is also devoted to the
study of the influence of the family on the possibility of committing offenses and
crimes by minors [18]. Background factors and possible risks are studied using
qualitative methods. In particular, the authors suggest using Consensual Qualitative
Research (CQR), that is, a team approach that takes into account checks and bal-
ances to solve the main problems and preserve the objectivity and integrity of the
collected data from the stories and experiences of research participants. The sample
of the trial study concerned teenagers and their families. The procedure involved
semistructured interviews with minors and their mothers, the results of which were
then analyzed by several researchers. The results obtained showed a significant
influence on the behavior patterns of young offenders, the presence of discipline,
social support of others and parents. This interesting method can be applied, but,
like many qualitative methods, it has certain limitations. So, it can be used for search
research, to identify the main areas of the problem, hypothesize, and model trends.

In recent years, more and more attention has been paid by law enforcement
agencies and various social and psychological-pedagogical services to the creation
of effective gender programs. This is due not only to the significant increase in
delinquent and criminal behavior of underage girls indicated in many countries and
the need to find ways to prevent and correct it, but also to a theoretically sound
understanding and awareness of significant differences in the psychophysiological
development of girls and boys, the causes and risk / protection factors that affect
such behavior. A significant contribution to the understanding of these processes
has been made by long-term joint research on the behavior of girls, conducted since
2000 by scientists from the UK and the US in Pittsburgh, Pennsylvania [19], as
well as M. Zahn, S. Hawkins, J. Chiancone, A. Whitworth [20] and M. Chesney-
Lind, M. Morash, T. Stevens [21], members of the girls Study Group, created by
the office of Juvenile Justice and Delinquency Prevention (OJJDP) in the United
States. The study of gender characteristics of delinquent behavior, which is con-
ducted in the United States, is in this regard a valuable experience for the develop-
ment of gender prevention programs around the world.

Many works of Japanese scientists were devoted to the analysis of forms of
prevention and control of manifestations of deviation in the adolescent environment.
Their thoughts combine two approaches to determining the methodology for
preventing deviation: criminological and sociological.

In particular, K. Schwarzenegger [22] and H. Fujita [23] pay attention to the
legislative initiatives of the government of Japan, conducting research on the
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effectiveness of reforms in the field of education and juvenile justice. Strengthening
the role of school education in curbing deviant behavior of adolescents, in their
opinion, is one of the most important areas of youth policy.

M. Miney also explore the prospects for effective prevention of deviant behavior
in school children and the possibility of further reform of the Japanese education
system [24]. In particular, the scientist believes that the development of a structure
that includes schools, families, and the local community is a major factor in reducing
the level of adolescent deviation. A. Metzler, conducting research on Japanese
correctional institutions for minors, note their high efficiency [25]. However, not
enough attention is paid to the characteristics of various methods of studying the
identity of juvenile offenders and the reasons for their criminal behavior.

Many mentioned scientists study the legal aspects of crime, but the phenomenon
of crime is a social phenomenon. In addition, researchers usually study certain
aspects of juvenile delinquency. Perhaps one of the reasons for methodological
difficulties in the study of juvenile delinquency is the lack of application of a set
of sociological methods for collecting and analyzing information about the criminal’s
identity, career, environment, and so on to explain the reasons for criminalizing
human behavior and ways to prevent it.

Research aim is to analyze the possibilities of different sociological methods
in the study of juvenile delinquency. Special attention is focused on the method of
research of the problem related to the identity of a minor criminal, since without
this it is impossible to successfully solve such issues as the nature of social causes
of crime, the mechanism of their action, and ways to prevent the latter. The
specificity of solving these problems dictates the use of the appropriate methodology,
which development is dedicated to this work.

Methods. The use of certain sociological methods in any study is determined
primarily by the subject, purpose, and objectives of the study of the problem. The
research methodology was developed in such a way that the collected information
contained information of both objective and subjective nature. The combination of
these indicators (an objective-subjective complex) is one of the indispensable
conditions for obtaining reliable results. We are talking about methods for obtaining
the latter and processing the material. Processing is an independent step in this
process, and the methods used in this process were considered at the first stages of
the study. All methodological and methodological requirements for sociological
research in general were taken into account when carrying out the study. The
specificity was, first, in its content: in the initial theoretical premises, in the object
and subject; and secondly, in its procedure, because when it comes to studying the
crime, the perpetrators of the crime, the researcher always touches on the industry,
clearly and in detail regulated by law. Therefore, the author’s team constantly took
care of accounting and compliance with the relevant legal requirements.
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It could also be pointed out that when studying, for example, the identity of the
offender, the specifics of his position at the time of study, his psychological and
mental state were considered. Stay in a special educational institution, educational
and labor colony — an additional factor that requires consideration. On the one hand,
teenagers in such institutions will experience the intense, purposeful influence of
caregivers, on the other hand, being together with other offenders. Finally, the fact
of group isolation, staying in isolation is of great importance.

In this work, based on the experience that has been studied in the scientific
literature, some general questions of the methodology for organizing and
implementing a specific study of juvenile delinquency are revealed. Special attention
was focused on the methodology of research of the problem related to the identity
of a minor criminal, since without this it is impossible to successfully solve such
issues as the nature of social causes of crime, the mechanism of their action, and
ways to prevent crime. The very features of solving these problems dictated the use
of appropriate methods.

The participation of the authors in a comprehensive study of the problems of
preventing juvenile crime in the big city become testing of scientific hypotheses
about the possibilities of sociological methods in the study of juvenile crime in the
big city, conducted by the research Academician Stashis Scientific Research
Institute for the Study of Crime Problems of the National Academy of Legal
Sciences of Ukraine. The study was based on data from a study that was conducted
for 5 years in Kharkiv using traditional methods of obtaining information, such as
analysis of documents, survey, observation.

The sample of survey units using these methods is:

(1) analysis of documents: a) materials of archival criminal cases (about 300),
statistical data of the Department of information technologies of the Ministry of
internal Affairs of Ukraine for 5 years; b) personal files of convicted minors (about
100) who are in the Kuryazhska colony.

(2) survey: a) minors who are enrolled in a special school (about 40), convicts
of the Kuryazhska colony (350), students of secondary schools, colleges, lyceums,
and vocational education centers (300). This made it possible to compare the
responses of teenagers who committed a crime and those who made up the so-called
control group; b) employees of law enforcement agencies, enterprises, public
organizations, and juvenile services (50), teachers of secondary schools, colleges,
lyceums, and vocational education centers (100).

If the favorable social conditions of development correctly shape the
personality and the formation that broadly defines its behavior is stable, then the
unfavorable ones are probably the same opportunities, but with respect to the
negative influence. Numerous sociological and criminological studies of the living
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conditions and upbringing of such persons have shown that these conditions are
usually very different from those in which minors from the control group lived
and developed.

Paper main body. Analysis of documents in the study of juvenile delinquency.
Document analysis was one of the methods for collecting information about
juvenile delinquency. Documents were used as materials for law enforcement
activities. But there are some things that made it difficult to use this group of
documents as a source of information. For example, when analyzing crime,
criminal statistics data did not always meet the task. Some important for us facts
are not recorded in the reports, the grouping of the material did not coincide with
the principles of classification. In such situations, the source of primary information
was only the criminal cases themselves. The results of the analysis of criminal
cases of juvenile offenders show that the crime was committed under the influence
of alcohol in 23.1%, strong alcohol intoxication in 2.1 %, and drug intoxication
in 0.4% of cases. 4.3% of minors were registered in a psycho-neurological
dispensary, 1.7% were previously there.

Generalization of judicial practice was an important source of information,
where attention was focused on the court’s activities as a social institution, and not
on the problems of legislation or quality standards (law enforcement of facts).
Familiarization with the practice of reviewing cases of certain categories allowed
us to achieve the goals of crime research, the causes and conditions that contribute
to the Commission of crimes, and the analysis of individual contingents of criminals.

According to the results of the study of archived criminal cases against minors
who committed crimes, 36.8 % grew up and were raised in single-parent families,
and among minors in the control group —26.4% (Graf. 1).

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It should be noted that the incompleteness of the family is an important demo-
graphic characteristic that has a criminological significance. A constant companion
of juvenile crimes, one of the conditions that contributes to their Commission is
neglect. This is clearly evidenced by the materials of investigative and judicial
practice, scientific research. The close link between neglect and crime is understand-
able. According to the study, 25.4% of minors committed a crime from 20 to 24
hours, 11.9% from 0 to 4 hours. As one of the conditions for committing a crime,
weak control over minors affects-61.6% (according to the analysis of court cases
of juvenile offenders). This is not just about weakening the formal control of parents
over the behavior of children, but also about the existing microclimate of the fam-
ily, serious defects in the attitude of parents to their functions as a caregiver, dem-
onstrating to children social irresponsibility, indifference to their fate, or the obvi-
ous impossibility for children to fully perform these functions.

When studying the personality of a juvenile offender, a comparative analysis
of the personal characteristics of offenders and law-abiding adolescents was used,
which covered: a) socio-demographic and educational and cultural indicators;
b) the needs and interests of minors; c) their emotional and volitional sphere;
d) ethical and legal views and beliefs; e) the motives of their behavior.

In the process of studying this problem, statistical documents that contained
information and judgments in a quantitative (numerical) form were used, sys-
tematized and summarized in a table, graphs, diagrams, and the like. Statistical
observations were carried out constantly and recorded in detail public life from
many sides for a long time. This made it possible to analyze, compare and predict
the development of objects, and conduct quantitative and qualitative analyses.
Statistical accounting is characterized by a high level of scientific validity, effi-
ciency and specificity. Therefore, legal statistics provide reliable factual material.
Many facts were obtained from other statistical fields (economic, demographic,
and medical).

Analyzing the data of statistical cards for convicted adolescents, for example,
a certain relationship between their age and the structure of crimes committed by
them (the number of crimes committed while intoxicated increases with age); dif-
ferences in crime depending on gender, educational level (compared with the
control group, the low educational level of juvenile offenders was distinguished).
There is a certain connection between the nature of the crime and their occupation.

Information about the state of mind of adolescents was obtained both from acts
of forensic psychiatric examinations, and from materials of children’s clinics, psy-
choneurological dispensaries, and other methodological documents. The organiza-
tion of a special study has caused difficulties, since such a survey requires the
consent of the child and his parents (guardians).
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Information about the motivational sphere, moral and legal views of juvenile
offenders was obtained through the use of research methods such as observation,
individual interviews with offenders, their parents, employees of the criminal police
for minors, staff of special educational institutions for children and adolescents,
labor colonies, as well as questionnaires, the study of personal files of prisoners
and other documents.

From the writings of life stories of teenagers from educational institutions, in
which they wrote about members of their family, family relationships, the estab-
lished social portrait of the environment in which minors grew up. From these texts,
information was obtained about their personal traits, features, including their own
assessment of life priorities and benefits. These data help in pedagogical work with
children who are in special educational institutions, general education schools,
vocational training centers, social rehabilitation, and so on.

Information about juvenile offenders was provided by their autobiographies,
which covered social situations in their order and relationship, painted a picture of
the mental appearance of their authors, and finally showed them in the context of
the social environment in which they lived and acted. Such materials for analysis
could not give any letters or other documents that show only a certain period of the
author’s life. Such documents were useful in studying the legal awareness of the
offender, the role of the microenvironment in the formation of anti-social orienta-
tion of the individual.

Obtaining valuable autobiographical material from minors while they were
serving their sentences with imprisonment created great difficulties caused by the
mental resistance of the subjects before presenting their intimate experiences in
prison isolation. The convict must feel that the information about himself that he
transmits to the researcher is not a satisfaction of the latter’s curiosity. They can
not be used as burdening material on the author, but are collected in order to deter-
mine the proper direction of his fate for the period of his stay in correctional labor
institutions, and if necessary, to help him after his release.

In such surveys, the minor received a diagram that describes the moments of
his behavior and development that we were interested in. Under certain conditions,
this method of provoked autobiographies yields extremely valuable results. The
resulting autobiographical material differs from all other information about the
convicted person in that it is written by them using their own words, turns of their
language, and is not a paraphrase of the statements “questions and answers”.

Using the autobiographical method, we studied such aspects of personality that
were not directly observed and studied. These are: tracking the influences that
contribute to the identification of certain individual characteristics of the individ-
ual person; the influence of moments of heredity, predisposition, family influence,
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environment, living conditions, and so on. When investigating juvenile delin-
quency, personal documents such as letters and diaries were also taken as a source
of information. For example, maiden handwritten love stories, diaries were an
important and fairly reliable source of information about the structure of virgin
deviant behavior. Speaking about the method of document analysis used by us, it
should be noted that criminologists often use it in their research. But from
a sociological point of view, not only the dry facts of statistics, objective data of
criminal cases, acts of forensic psychiatric examinations, and so on are interesting,
but also the life stories of juvenile offenders themselves, which are studied using
the autobiographical method. Given all the possibilities of the document analysis
method, it should be noted that it is unlikely for a complete comprehensive study
of the identity of juvenile offenders, it is exhaustive.

Survey method in the study of juvenile delinquency. The proposed method
should use one of the most common sociological methods of collecting information —
a survey, and in the form of an interview (which allows you not only to record the
answers to questions, but also to monitor the response of the Respondent). When
studying, for example, the identity of the offender considered the specifics of his
situation at the time, his psychological and mental state. Being in a special
educational institution was an additional factor that needed to be considered. On
the one hand, teenagers in such institutions experienced intensive targeted influence
of educators, on the other were together with other offenders. Finally had a meaning
and the fact of being in isolation. When interviewing a teenager in educational
colonies and special educational institutions, it was necessary to keep in mind that
any meeting with new people he considers from the point of view of speeding up
his release, and therefore often wanted to show himself in a more favorable view.
This required the use of additional methodological techniques. In any case, in the
course of the study and in the processing of its results, the distinction was made
between those who were interviewed at large and those who were interviewed in
closed institutions.

In studying the identity of a juvenile offender used a comparative analysis of
the characteristics of offenders and law-abiding juveniles obtained during the
survey. The questionnaire covered the following blocks of questions: socio-
demographic characteristics, needs and interests of teenagers, motives for their
behavior, ethical and legal views and beliefs, living conditions and education, state
of social control. The study covered the entire period of development of adolescents,
the formation of their personality. For juvenile offenders, the questionnaire questions
concerned their past, especially the time before the crime.

Information about offenders was also collected through interviews with law
enforcement officials, institutions, businesses, public organizations, and other
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citizens. These interviews had the advantage that they allowed you to put new
questions behind those items and sections of the program that were not sufficiently
clarified, therefore, allowed you to significantly Supplement the existing information.
According to scientists, teachers, employees of various institutions that deal with
minors, the main cause of juvenile delinquency is the unfavorable situation in the
family and its negative impact.

Family trouble is a complex concept that has a number of features, in particular:
a) violation of the family structure (incomplete families); b) the inferiority of the
moral position of its members; ¢) the shortcomings and distortion of the pedagogical
knowledge of parents, their lack of child-rearing skills.

Recently, sociologists, psychologists, and lawyers have begun to include
a violation of the emotional and psychological community of the family among
the signs of family distress. For families of students from the control group, it is
not very typical to read and discuss books, Newspapers, fiction, listen to music
together (more than 52% of responses), or have a rest together (visit cinemas,
theaters, walks) (about 43 % of responses). Often this plays an “auxiliary” role,
because it is associated with the flawed moral position of parents, which can
directly generate illegal behavior of children. At the same time, the violation of
emotional and psychological community, as it seems, can play an independent
role of a criminogenically significant factor. The absence of this community causes
the family to lose the properties of the collective. It often leads to a decrease in
the educational influence of the family on the teenager. Social psychologists note
that the atmosphere of emotional attachment, closeness, trust and love determines
the intensity, strength, and depth of the child’s assimilation (in the process of
imitation and empathy) of the parents’ moral positions and their value orientations
in the sphere of morality. In an atmosphere of mutual understanding, the child
better perceives the conscious instructions and demands of parents. Violation of
emotional and psychological community, family conflict can affect the mental
health of children.

The lack of proper demands on the minor, his actions, and even indifference,
providing independence in assessing, solving certain life situations — one of the
embodiments of neglect. So, according to the surveyed students from the control
group, they can solve the question about smoking (20.1 % of the answers), friendship
with previously convicted persons (more than 19% of the answers), and sexual life
(more than 47 % of the answers) themselves. It is necessary to prevent and stop the
process of turning children into street children, who make up a large layer of minors
involved in criminal activities.

The problem of juvenile delinquency is not limited to dysfunctional families,
although for teenagers who grew up in them, the criminal risk increases by
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4-5 times compared to peers from families where there are no obvious examples
of daily anti-social behavior. Many dysfunctional families have several types of
anti-social behavior. In the control group, 7.5% of respondents are very typical for
family members, alcohol abuse, drugs; for 6.7% — quarrels, conflicts, fights; for
6.8% — unfriendly attitude to other people.

There are three forms of criminal influence that these anti-social manifestations
have on the spiritual world and behavior of a juvenile on the part of adult family
members. The first is the active involvement of minors in drunkenness, drug use
and other intoxicating substances, fights, debauchery, and committing offenses.
Not all teenagers who use drugs and alcohol are registered in time. The vast majority
of adolescents who are identified and registered are persons who have committed
socially dangerous acts or crimes, but minors who use drugs and alcohol but have
not yet committed any illegal acts are rarely detected. But it is necessary to take
into account that it is from their side that the commission of crimes and other anti-
social actions should be expected in the future.

The second form of criminal influence is a “passive” example of unpunished
anti-social behavior, perceived by children as a stereotype of habitual, everyday,
normal behavior. Many hooligan actions of minors are simply related to the fact
that they reproduce in a public place the stereotypes of behavior that they are used
to in the family as the norm. The third is pushing children out into the street, their
frustration with their parents, a sense of their own inferiority, and tension. And
these feelings often become the basis for forming a negative attitude to others,
disbelief and hostility to the norms and principles of moral behavior, as well as for
getting into informal companies with a negative orientation, searching for a strong,
brave, friendly, attentive older friend who can become an ideal for a teenager. The
materials of the survey of special school students, the study of criminal cases of
juvenile offenders indicate that 20.9% had normal, and 18.8% had abnormal
relations in the family, 2.6 % did not maintain relations with the family. About 61 %
of students in the control group identified their relationship with their parents as
good (based on mutual assistance, mutual understanding, trust), about 19% as
normal. At the same time, more than 7% of respondents noted that their relationship
with their parents is not very good, more than 8% indicated that there are differences.
More than 5% of respondents have different attitudes.

A dysfunctional family forms children in its own image. In many cases, young
people who have adopted a cynical attitude to moral values, disrespect for the people
around them, and a disdain for social norms of behavior leave the family — unless
the conditions of life and upbringing are normalized in time as a result of external
interference. More than 27% of the surveyed students of the Kuryazhska colony
believe that it is very important to be strong and cruel in order to achieve success
in life, more than 70% — resourceful and dexterous. In the control group, multivariate
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responses were given, in particular: about 95% of students, it is important to be
purposeful in order to achieve success in life, about 85% — to have a higher
education, about 70% to be honest and truthful (Graf. 2, Graf. 3).

Therefore, negative behaviors of adult family members contribute to the fact
that the minor does not just adopt negative behaviors, but acquires a negative value
orientation, implementing it in their own anti-social behavior. This, in particular,
affects the motives and nature of the crimes. A state program is needed to overcome
all types of family problems to neutralize the unfavorable situation in the family
and its negative impact on the criminalization of minors. The decline of the moral
position of family members, the wrong pedagogical position of parents are
considered as components of family trouble. According to the assessment of
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teachers and employees of juvenile services, this position is characterized by an
unwillingness to engage in the upbringing of children in principle (about 18% of
the materials of the study of criminal cases of juvenile offenders noted an indifferent
attitude on the part of parents); in the control group these indicators are much less.
Parents of minors from the control group are interested in their studies, behavior,
experiences, friends, and leisure activities almost every day (more than 71% of
responses); underestimating the need to engage in education constantly, consistently
complicating its goals (such circumstances in the families of offenders were more
common than in the families of minors in the control group); using a limited set of
educational tools, mainly conversations or physical punishments (more than 29%
of offenders Kuryazhska colony believed that their parents reacted gently to their
childish pranks and faults, acting with teachings, but almost half (46.8 %) reported
that they were deservedly beaten for their faults; 5.7% said that they were subjected
to severe beatings and torture. Students from the control group noted that they were
interviewed at home for misconduct (more than 37% of responses), shouted at, and
scolded (about 30% of responses). 24 % pointed to various methods of punishment
(do not give “pocket” money, do not buy new things, do not let out on the street,
forbid to play computer, watch TV, condemn, treat indifferently, ignore, do not
talk, etc.); increased guardianship (the study showed that parents of juvenile
offenders tend to be insufficiently critical of miscalculations in the upbringing of
their children. Only a few are actually aware that these miscalculations are taking
place, while most parents tend to explain the difficulties of their children by the
immoral influence of their friends, the shortcomings of educational work at school,
and the like). It was interesting to observe teenagers, for example, for spending
their free time, for behavior in public places.

Generalization of results. The use of these methods of collecting primary
information required a specially developed set of methodological documents —
a dossier that included the following programs: a) observation of the criminal case;
b) a formalized interview with a minor criminal, his parents, educators (teachers),
friends; c) the study of the personal file of the prisoner; d) a questionnaire that
revealed the criminogenic “infection” of the microenvironment of the examined
teenager (data on crimes committed with impunity, on persons who were brought
to criminal responsibility from among relatives, neighbors, friends and other
acquaintances); the plan of the autobiography. In addition, the dossier contained
final data on the results of studying the identity of a minor offender. This information
was summarized in a special “Card of the complex study of the personality of
a minor offender and the social situation of its development”, which was a final
document. All the data obtained were statistically processed using different
groupings.
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“Card of the comprehensive study of the personality of a minor offender and
the social situation of its development” was developed by N. V. Belyaeva,
A. 1. Dolgova, N. A. Dremova, V. D. Ermakov. We offer a simplified schematic
sample of this document (Table).

In general, full information for the necessary analysis is provided by the study
of criminal cases and conversations with convicts. It is important that the study
covered the entire period of development of the minor, the formation of his per-
sonality, especially the time that preceded the last crime, as well as when the teen-
ager was in a pre-trial detention center and a colony. The main attention was paid
to the collection, recording and analysis of data in the Card: a) about microcondi-
tions of formation and life of the teenager; b) characterizing minors by real social
behavior (prior to committing a crime, in a remand prison and in special educa-
tional institutions); ¢) about the crime and the situation of its commission that is
directly related to the personal characteristics of the perpetrator.
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All this information was recorded in their genesis, covering the process of in-
teraction of the individual, the situation and the microenvironment. In addition, the
proposed method allows you to fully identify and record the features that make up
the socio-demographic portrait of a juvenile offender, his parents or persons who
replace them.

Filling out the Card and summing up all the obtained objective indicators, an
assessment of the minor offender is given, considering: a) his behavior as a system
of actions; b) the connection of the last crime with the previous behavior; ¢) the
degree of deformation of his microenvironment. It is clear that many questions of
identical content are included in questionnaires, formalized interviews, and other
methodological documents. This makes it possible to compare the results obtained
and allows you to easily summarize them when filling out the main final document
and provide the obtained data with a quantitative reflection. Thus, the final result
of the study should not be considered as generalized results of surveys, analysis of
documents, etc., which are often presented as tables with brief comments, but
a scientific report that outlines theoretical conclusions about the confirmation or
refutation of hypotheses about the state of the scientific problem after its empirical
study, the scientific validity of the methods used and recommendations for their
improvement and further application.

Conclusions of the research. The analysis of the data allowed us to identify
the most characteristic personality traits of juvenile offenders, as well as the reasons
and conditions for their criminal behavior. We assumed that the formation of
personality is determined not only by the micro-environment, but also by the macro-
environment. In other words, minors will always experience the influence not only
of their immediate environment: parents, caregivers, friends, neighbors, etc., but
also the influence of the entire society and the state, which is carried out through
the appropriate educational institutions, the media, public organizations, and so on.
And in this aspect, juvenile delinquency is a consequence not only of family
problems, the negative influence of the immediate environment, but also of certain
features of the socio-economic and legal political development of society in the
modern period [26, p. 410-411].

The development of this problem may have not only theoretical but also practical
interest. The question about how specific studies in juvenile crime is one of the
most important, because the scientific validity of appropriate methodology, their
adequacy to the purposes, object and subject of study, the ability of the researcher
to use them, depend on the reliability and validity of generated data, which certainly
will contribute to the development of a program of personal development in the
state (in general and social policy of the state), professional (efforts of experts) and
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individual levels (with the efforts of the children themselves), as well as prevention
of this phenomenon

The methodology used in the pilot study, based on sociological methods,
allowed a comprehensive analysis of the phenomenon of juvenile delinquency in
statics and dynamics and to make a «Card of a comprehensive study of the
personality of a juvenile offender and the social situation of its development.» The
result of the work opens up the prospect of identifying new signs of juvenile
delinquency, which can give rise to new directions of scientific research.
