ANTHROPOLOGICAL PROJECT OF HUMAN INTEGRITY IN
I. STRAVINSKY’S MUSICAL POETRY

Emphasis is placed on the urgency of the problem of human integrity as a cultural and
historical fact of society and art, in particular music. The aim of the article is to define the
phenomenon of differential ontology and anthropology as a musical gestalt in the context
of I. Stravinsky s musical creativity and reflection. The research methodology is a systematic,
comparative approach, transcendental, phenomenological, dialectical methods that
implement the program of seeing the anthropological semiosphere of music as a cultural
unity. The scientific novelty of the article is that the implicit and explicit modes of
anthropology of music in the work of 1. Stravinsky are determined. 1. Stravinsky has
Ukrainian roots, his influence on the formation of European culture is still underestimated
from the standpoint of Ukrainian mentality, cordocentrism, which was explicitly defined
in the theoretical reflection of the author as the search for «whole many. The folklore and
mythological motifs of the works created for the Diaghilev seasons are characterized, as
well as the disposition «avant-garde — neoclassicy, which becomes the main epicenter of
the composer’s thoughts on the musical phenomenon. Conclusions. It is proved that the
stage synthesis in the works of I. Stravinsky has its own musical image, where the impetus
to the search for the musical integrity of the work as an analogue of a harmonious, integral
person dominates. The symbiosis of musical and choreographic constellations took place
as a stimulus to universal harmony, and the musical fabric of the work was formed as
a universal synthesis of sacred, mythological, creative intentions. Stage synthesis, which
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can be described as a kind of musical can not be separated from the choreographic,
scenographic images that form a single whole. Stravinsky was a charismatic leader of the
musical avant-garde of the twentieth century, who defined the Frying Pan line of «two
hearts» — a profane and sacred element of the musical phenomenon as a universal ontology
of the whole human artist.

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ANALYTICAL APPROACHES TO THE STUDY OF MARXISM

The article is devoted to the study of analytical Marxism. The central problems of
Marxism and attempts to solve them based on the analytical tradition are considered.
Analytical Marxism could not substantiate the scientific nature of the doctrine. Philosophical
research in analytical Marxism is based on the assessment of the importance of key Marxist
ideas: revolution, class struggle, alienation, capitalism.
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ILLUSOR BEING OF IDEOLOGY

In this study, the transition of philosophy into its own otherness, that is, the ideology
proceeding from the non-identity of thinking and being, is considered. Just as Hegel's
logical philosophy reached the form of universality, through a direct denial of the diversity
of its historical forms, so post-Hegelian thought was defined through its attitude to ideology
as philosophy «overturnedy into politics, again appeared in historical forms. On the
example of the paradoxical legacy of famous thinkers of the twentieth century, such as
K. Mannheim, M. Heidegger and others, the authors establish the extreme point of the fall
of philosophy into ideology and the beginning of its release from the functions of political
technology in order to return to lost universality.

Keywords: otherness, appearance, technique, ideology, gestalt.

Problem setting. Until now, it never ceases to amaze the fact that throughout
its history, since its inception (1800), the concept of «ideology» has gone the way
of «double negation»: positive (De Trassi), negative (K. Marx) and again positive
(K. Mannheim). This path was determined by the events taking place on the surface
of'ideological doctrines. Here the initiator was the political reality. But what actually
caused this process?

The appearance of the phenomenon of ideology coincided with the dawn of
philosophical thought, with the achievement of its classical form. It is natural to
assume that the aforementioned double meaning of ideology is internally connected
with the further fate of philosophy (in the so-called «non-classical period»). Here
they, philosophy and ideology, entered into a paradoxical form of interaction, either
merging into one whole, or diverging to the opposite. What is the essence of this
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relationship, the essence that largely determined the events of recent history, and
therefore allows us to adequately understand the events of present reality?

Recent research and publications analysis shows that most of the authors focus
their attention on the influence of modern ideologies on politics. So Michael Hunt
points to the ideological factor that completely determines the foreign policy of the
United States [1], and Chen Jian, respectively, to the communist ideology of the
«permanent revolution» — to the formation of the domestic and foreign policy of
the PRC during the years of the Cold War [2]. Hal Brands explores the conflict
between the ideologies of liberalism and authoritarianism [3]. Other authors
emphasize the internal relationship between the phenomenon of ideology and
modern religions. So Carul Kersten, speaking about the peculiarities of the
phenomenon of the «revival of Islamy, offers an original concept, which traces the
genesis of the interaction of a specific historical form of religion and ideology [4].
Of undoubted interest are the works of contemporary researchers who examine the
relationship between international law and modern ideologies (Thierry Balzac and
Pablo Barnier-Havam).

And yet, in all the mentioned approaches, the phenomenon of ideology is
associated with the phenomena of the historical, legal, political and religious forms
of human life, which are rather its derivative epiphenomena. This is due to the
peculiarity of this phenomenon. Ideology, from the very beginning of its historical
life, subordinated all these moments to itself and unambiguously determined them.
The only exception was philosophy, for the simple reason that in its time it stood
at the source of the emergence of ideology.

The formulation of goals. This research sets itself the following task: by
analyzing the essence of the two largest ideologies of the twentieth century —
national socialism and communism, to determine the peculiarity of the form of their
interaction with philosophy, reflected in which, as in their otherness, they were
forced to improve their doctrines.

Paper objective. In paragraph 198 of M. Heidegger’s notorious «Black
Notebooks», we read the following entry: «Why National Socialism can never be
a principle of philosophy, but must always be placed under philosophy as a principle.
Why, on the contrary, National Socialism can occupy well-defined positions and
thereby promote the formation of a new basic attitude to Being! But this is only
with the condition that he knows himself within his borders — that is, he will
understand that he will be true only when he is able to release and prepare the initial
truth» [5, 214].

This statement does not belong to some ordinary party worker, Minister of
Propaganda or Fuhrer. Their author is at the same time (Gleichzeitigkeit) the creator
of «Being and Time», can be the most pure from the ideology of the book of the
twentieth century. In two sentences following one after another, M. Heidegger, not
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leaving as reality of thought, but in the reality of National Socialism, formulates
two diametrically opposite statements. 1. National Socialism cannot become a new
philosophical (!) Principle; and 2. On the contrary, it can become one. 3. Puts
forward a condition in which the key is «cognizes, understands.

So, we have two drives of two defining Western thinking forms of being: from
politics to philosophy, and from philosophy to politics. The point of their contact
is the phenomenon of ideology. How could this happen? What is the cause of this
phenomenon?

It should be taken into account that initially K. Marx and F. Engels, using the
term «ideology», transferred his sharply negative meaning (distorted consciousness)
not only to individual systems of philosophy. «They not only opposed a certain
philosophical system, but, in the end, overcome and destroy philosophy in general
through their scientific socialism,» emphasizes Karl Korsh. Here, contrary to the
founders, he insists on the deep connection between Marxism and philosophy: «It
is impossible to abolish philosophy without realizing it» [6]. And under this thesis
the Marxist signed? There is some kind of game of meanings. As part of the same
teaching, the thesis «shines» (scheinen) in the antithesis and vice versa.

Here is a phrase from Hegel’s logic that struck the ideologists of the beginning
of the last century so much that it forced him to fully establish himself in the final
revision of the alternative «philosophy — ideology». «Objectivity of Appearance»
(Die Objektivitit des Scheins). What is the meaning of this statement of the German
philosopher? «Isn’t it the same thought that is objective and illusory, because it
contains one of the sides of the o bje ctiv e world? Not only Wesen (essence),
but also Schein (appearance) are objectivey.

But if someone demands something from someone, then they are clearly in
a relationship, in a dialogue, in reflection. This attitude is determined by the very
«appearance», behind which some ideologists are forced to recognize an objective,
ontological status. But even eight years ago, at the time of the creation of Materialism
and Empirio-Criticism (1908), they hardly agreed with such a statement. It turns
out that none other than Hegel himself in his preface (and, according to many
Hegelian experts, was written after the main body of the work had already been
written), he laid the «bomb» of reflection into the finished building, a precisely
adjusted ladder of the logic of transitions hermeneutic horizon, which so worried
F. Schleimacher at that time.

On October 13, 1806, in the vicinity of Yen, two people commit acts that will
go down in history and remain for a long time. They are practically peers. The name
of one on the lips of half -world, behind the 100 thousandth army and tomorrow
a brilliant victory over the Germans. His name is Napoleon. The name of the other
is practically not known to anyone. He is German. Iena was taken by the French,
and he rushes around the city in search of a refuge. In his pockets he has a manuscript
of phenomenology. His name is Hegel.
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Where does world history live, or, how did the German philosopher love to
express himself, the World spirit? Not in the hat of Napoleon, his horse, and not
even on the tip of the bayonets of his soldiers. And even more so, not in his body.
We say: worldwide history lives in the actions of thousands of thousands of people
acting at this time. What remains after a worldwide event? — Memories. Where
does the spirit of the «phenomenology of the spirit» of Hegel live? Not in the letters,
sheets and bindings of this book. He is in the meanings that are equal to actions
that are born as a result of reading these letters, words, pages, etc. What remains
after reading a philosophical text that affects ideologists, and those, in turn, on
politicians, etc.? — Interpretation.

Both in reminiscences and in interpretations, the truth of world history, as it
were, acquires a second birth. Glory — this is the reward that the participants in the
actions of real participants in political deeds receive. The initial silence, non-
recognition and subsequent surprise at the «secret» of the text is the assessment of
the participants in the philosophical cognition of reality. On October 13, 1806, the
most practical practice — politics and the most theoretical theory — philosophy,
apparently had no chance of an organic combination. But exactly one hundred years
later, in the form of a strange «centaur» of ideology, they became friends «do not
spill water». How could this happen?

Paper main body. Hegel’s system was a response to a very serious claim to
philosophy, which was constantly expressed in its address almost from the very
moment of its emergence. It sounded something like this: «Philosophy first deal
with the contradiction of the diversity of its own forms, when every thinker declared
himself a representative of absolute truth, and only then count on some kind of
recognition.» Therefore, the appearance and disappearance of the great historical
philosophical systems from Parmenides to Hegel was an «omen» in the ontological
plan of world history, and Hegelian philosophy became a world-historical «event».
In this sense, Hegel did not create any new philosophical idea. He voluntarily
abandoned his application for the crown of genius, concentrating on solving this
problem in Jena (1807). In exactly the same spirit, M. Heidegger defines his destiny
in a letter to K. Jaspers (1932). «Since then, I have existed in the role of a gallery
keeper, who, in particular, ensures that the curtains on the windows are properly
parted or drawn, so that the few great works of the past are more or less well lit for
random visitors. Without a picture, I teach and deal only with the history of
philosophy (our italics), that is, | try, without regard to lecture time, to state what
I consider important for the revival of philosophizing» [7].

In non-notifying a new sake of historical recognition, something in common
between two thinkers is clearly traced. But in the management of the «curtains»
through which the light that illuminates the great systems of predecessors penetrates,
there is a categorical difference between them. Hegel is not episodically (like
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Heidegger) addresses one or another philosopher of the past, but methodically
subordinates their «lighting» by the logic of the transition. Thanks to this, the initial
goal — giving unity by diversity, was achieved. The historical era began to listen to
the voice of philosophy. But the solution to one problem led to the emergence of
a new one. The form proposed by Hegel, a little later, raised a lot of questions,
especially as shown above, he himself participated in their occurrence.

As Damocles, a sword over Hegel’s teaching, the problem of interpretation of
the transition in the «System» of the absolute idea into nature hung. The transition
of inorganic matter is lively, and, then-in a reasonable, formal reason was more or
less able to put in the school formula «origin». The picture in his imagination was
drawn simply: there was no living cage on Earth, billions of years passed — it
appeared; There was no conscious activity on the planet, billions of years passed —
it arose, etc. Voltaire began to laugh at this reason with his understanding of the
«transitions» back in the middle of the 18th century. «At first, our imagination
enjoys an inconspicuous transition from gross matter to organized matter, from
plants to zoophytes, from these zoophytes to animals, from them to man, from man
to spirits, from these perfumes, clothed in a small air body, to intangible substances;
and ... to God himself ...» [8]. But as the ideal passes (gives rise to) this reason
into the material reason, remembering a visual example of the difference in
conceivable and real hundred thalers (Kant), could not understand.

F. Engels frankly admits that «in Hegel, the creation of the world often takes
on an even more intricate and absurd form than in Christianity.» [9]. He is echoed
by A. D. Vlasov: «Hegel slid, fell and, getting up, moved in a different direction.
Immediately after the completion of this first “system” of philosophy, the process
of its redevelopment and restructuring began, in our opinion, poorly thought out
and justified» [10, 16—17]. Numerous supporters of this point of view can be
understood. After all, indeed, if you follow the development of the categories in
the «Logic of Being» in the form of a transition, the object is given to itself in
immediacy. But for us it also exists, only its givenness is manifested in the
appearance of reflexive categories. In addition, development itself is also given
only for us. It turns out for an outside observer the subjectivity of this point of view
is obvious. Hegel himself explicitly expresses this in paragraph 161 of the Minor
Logic. But who said that the «Logic of transition» is a universal key to understanding
what is happening. By developing the logic of reflection and the logic of development,
does the German philosopher himself provoke a different view of the world?

It was here that Willy Moog suspected Hegel of a methodological «trick». «The
non-logical idea as such develops further, since it represents the absolute as a whole,
philosophically comprehended in a logical form. But this purely logical way of
looking at the absolute is not the only possible way of looking at it, rather, in
accordance with its own dialectic, it needs to be supplemented by a way of looking

at the idea in its otherness» [11]. We will return to the end of this phrase «an idea
in its otherness», but now it should be remembered that Hegel was initially well
aware of both types of interpretation of reality: in the form of a transition (ladder),
and in the form of reflection (conductor). Therefore, in Phenomenology, he forces
all three forms: consciousness, self-consciousness and reason, either to behave
directly (on the first steps), then reflexively (on the second step). At the same time,
he fulfilled the disclosure of the certainty of the whole of Phenomenology and the
Encyclopedia of Philosophical Sciences in the horizon of the advantage of the logic
of transition. We have already pointed out the reason above: it is logically the first,
without it, both objectively and subjectively, the logic of reflection is impossible.

In addition, his logical philosophy itself acted as the first, and, therefore, direct
denial of the diversity of historical forms. But the main feature of any historical
philosophy was that each of them, creating a new idea, carried it through all the
moments of being. There was no question of the independent existence of the
sciences of nature — natural sciences, and of the spirit — the humanities. Hegel,
therefore, conducts research in his «Lectures» on the philosophy of his predecessors,
dividing them sequentially into the corresponding sections: «Theory of knowledge
plus logicy, «Philosophy of nature» and «Philosophy of spirit». Naturally, here they
themselves did not yet have the opportunity to «grab» (Hegel himself often
emphasizes the similarity of the words «greifen — to seize» and «der Begriff —
concept»), the elements of their own systems in their unity. In this sense, for
example, E. Linkov characterizes the historical development of science as «an
unconscious prerequisite for philosophical thinking» [12, 9]. Here he uses the term
«unconscious» exclusively in the context of the absence of the indicated moment
«for oneself» of the historical forms of philosophy, which can only be overcome
in the logic of the history of philosophy.

For Hegel, the main task was to work from beginning to end the form of
transition logic. The total dominance of this category affects the entire array of its
system. Only in «Great Logic» (1812) does he use the category of «transition» in
the first volume — 253, in the second — 121 and in the third — 139 times. This is
several times more than the «reflection» and «development» categories with it. The
same thing is repeated in his «philosophy of law» (1821).

The Hegelian version of the «transitions» in the Hegelian system turned out to
be so convincing that a hundred years later there was a temptation to designate this
whole era, thinking in the horizons of this category «as» modern ”, contrasting it
with another era — «postmodern». A whole direction is formed in the second half
of the twentieth century. There is even a special name — «nomadology». The
corresponding images were proposed: «Orchids and bees», «Tree and rhizomes
(rhizomes)» (Deleuze and Guattari). And this is all in order to express and understand
the «shifts» that occurred in historical thinking at the turn of the nineteenth and xx
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centuries. Revolutionary transformations in being are instantly reflected in the minds
of this being, and, conversely, otherwise the thinking consciousness qualitatively
transforms the world around him.

Hegel speaks clearly and definitely about the difference between the three logics:
being, essence and concept, and therefore about the difference between the three
ways of dialectical consideration, and therefore about the difference between the
three ways of behavior of everything that exists. Here he emphasizes: in the first
we are dealing with a «transition into another» (Ubergehen in Anderes); in the
second, with «appearance in another» (Scheinen in Anderes); and only in the third
one can one speak of the «development» (Entwicklung) of the concept [13, 343].
In these three horizons, opposites *posit’ themselves (’meet’ or “behave’) in quite
different ways.

The «transition» relationship is the most popular because of its simplicity. Here
the dialectical movement is such that «first» is one, and «later» is its opposite. Day
follows night. God’s creations follow one after the other. From the category of
quality arises the category of quantity, and so on.

«Visibility in the other» is not like that. By the swaying of the trees we judge
windy weather; on the fall of the body — about the gravitational force; on inflation —
a crisis in industry, on rampant crime — on corruption in law enforcement agencies,
etc. Here the one, by subjecting itself to negation, posits its other, and vice versa,
denying the independence of this other, posits itself. Here it is not the direct that
dominates, but the mediated, that is, reflection. And if in the horizons of temporality
in the sphere of being, succession is decisive, then here, in the sphere of essence,
it is simultaneity. Here again we encounter the same simultaneity (Gleichzeitigkeit)
that Hegel speaks of in connection with the relationship between historical
philosophy and the epoch, and Gadamer speaks of images and reality.

Hegel even names the structural units of the two corresponding Logic: «Being»
and «Essence, differently. In the first logic these are categories, in the second they
are reflexive definitions. For example, when one follows the dialectic of quality
and quantity, one can be considered without the other until it, having completely
exhausted itself, passes into its own opposite. This is the dialectic of transition. But
the dialectic of essence and phenomenon is completely different. As in the structure
of ancient scales, an equal-armed lever (yoke) simultaneously connects any
movement of one edge with another, here one reflexive definition (essence, identity,
thing, etc.) develops only through its other (phenomenon, difference, property, etc.).

V. Moog «requires additions to the way of considering the idea in its otherness».
Until now, we have also considered this problem in the methodological plane. But
what if we look at it as an ontological problem? I. Kant in his Foundations of the
Metaphysics of Morals speaks of the «honesty» (Lauterkeit) of philosophy and
precisely in the plane of its being, which is far ahead of the Hegelian formulation
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of the question of the relationship between philosophy and the corresponding
historical epoch. «Unrecognized, philosophy cannot cling to anything in heaven,
nor be supported by anything on earth. And here she must prove her honesty by
observing her own laws, and not acting as the herald of those laws that her inspired
feeling or, perhaps, tutelary nature whispers to her» [11].

It is noteworthy that this idea is reproduced by M. Heidegger in his treatise «On the
Essence of Truth» (1930). Just at that time, K. Mannheim proposes the principle of
«relationalismy in the analysis of total ideologies, and H. Plesner insists on the need for
philosophy to «enter the dangerous sphere of political life». Yes, and Heidegger himself
spoke unequivocally about «participation in historical action» as the duty of
a philosopher» [13, 308]. In his study, he cites the words of Kant at the very end,
emphasizing the importance of freedom for the knowledge of truth. But there are two
important points in them that are directly related to the revolutionary transformations
of the twentieth century and even to the personal fate of M. Heidegger [14].

I. Kant speaks about the philosophy of «Unerachten». Z. N. Zaitseva translates
this word through «unrecognized», but you can — «not held in high esteem». Hegel
in Phenomenology speaks of the «recognition movement» (die Bewegung des
Anerkennens) [15]. His dialectic will help clarify what kind of non-recognition of
philosophy Kant is talking about. First, for recognition to take place at all, not one,
but two self-consciousnesses are needed; secondly, each of them must see itself in
the other. This is the moment of identity. But what is even more important, thirdly,
that the self-consciousness in which one self-consciousness sees itself must be
different, different, moreover, completely different — opposite.

The «Foundations of the Metaphysics of Morality» was published in 1785. Why,
according to Kant, is philosophy still unrecognized, not held in high esteem? Let
us fix an additional condition for recognition, which is necessary for such a form
of knowledge as philosophy, which, in addition, still leads a historical life. To
recognize the ontological status of philosophy, another, at least equal in value, form
of cognition is needed. Maybe it’s art? But for aesthetic taste, the experience of
knowing the world in terms free from sensibility is alien by definition. Maybe it’s
a religion? But faith is jealous, it itself claims to know the absolute truth and
philosophy is a «deadly» competitor for it, a hundred times worse than other
religions with which it fights for recognition by the people, the state and the
historical era.

To answer this question, we need the second plot, which is contained in the
above passage from Kant. Philosophy, he says, «must prove its integrity by itself
keeping its own laws». Of course, a clarification suggests itself here: not only its
own laws, but also the laws of the universe. These are the same laws!

Hegel, «closing» one period of the existence of philosophy, the period of its
definition through the attitude to its own historical forms of existence, reveals a new
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one: the definition of oneself through its own other. In its entirety, he explores the
key features of this period in his «Logic of essence», demonstrating its power
according to all the structural elements of his system, preparing an era when the
law «attitude to its other» will fall on a philosophy itself, which has now been an
ontological fact.

This form of the absolute other being of philosophy initially, in the root, in its
very core, should be permeated with reflection and visibility — non -subservience
of being. This is, as it were, a theory, but in fact it is not a theory, but rather —
practice. But, perhaps, and vice versa: this is not a practice, but a theory that first
revolutionary remodels reality in thought, and only then carries out this in being.
This is, as it were, the fruit of the activity of individual will, while in fact — the
result of the activities of the masses. But, even rather, on the contrary, the activities
of the masses under the guidance of the will of the individual leaders. Finally, this
is a kind of philosophy, which in reality does not tolerate philosophy, or, conversely,
not a philosophy, which with all his might wants to seem a real philosophy. This is
ideology.

Ideology is philosophy «overturned» into politics, and politics «overturned»
into philosophy. There is no need to speak here about any sequence of ideas, when
the emergence «removes» the limitations of the previous stage, bringing something
new to itself. The Hegelian method of «transitions» to this period of the otherness
of philosophy is either not possible here at all, or must be relegated to the background
from the very beginning. Therefore, historians of «non-classical» philosophy most
often limit themselves to the genesis of ideas within an individual thinker or school,
direction and focus on the reflection of existentialism into positivism, phenomenology
into ontology, neo-Kantianism into neo-Hegelianism, etc. And they do it right. This
is how the object behaves, and they can only follow it. In the rhizome (tuber,
rhizome) of social practice, three directions are ripening, each of which defends
itself, denying its other. All their forces are spent not on creating something new,
but on improving, as K. Mannheim writes, the method of criticism. This method
«reduces to the destruction of the enemy’s utopia by revealing its conditionality by
being» [10]. If these words are clarified in the terminology of K. Mannheim himself,
then such criticism demonstrates how each «total» ideology seeks to show that its
competitor is in fact not a total, but a «partial» ideology, that is, a false, distorted
consciousness [16].

According to all the laws of the «phenomenological genre», a relationship of
recognition developed between two self-consciousness: philosophy and ideology.
Each sees its own in the other, and the other in itself. If necessary, philosophy easily
changes the negative content of the concept of «ideology» (as false consciousness)
into a positive one, receiving in return exactly the same dialectic (K. Mannheim).
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All three major ideologies of the 20th century at the initial stage not only do not
break off relations with philosophy, but, on the contrary, sometimes even curry
favor with it. Until now, for example, the ideology of liberalism in Wikipedia is
characterized as a «philosophical and socio-political movement.»

In response, philosophy immediately declares its practical aspirations. Here
is a statement, according to R. Safransky, the founder of philosophical anthropology
H. Plesner: «Philosophical thinking «is never as wide as life, and at the same time
it is always wider than life» [13]. And here R. Safransky confidently emphasizes
that for Plesner «awareness of the radically understood historicity leads to the
point of view that philosophy, not only because of the obligation imposed on it
from the outside, but also because of the internal logic of its development (our
italics) must enter the dangerous sphere of political life». As they say «two in
onex: both the Hegelian movement in essence from nothing, through nothing, to
nothing, and a statement of the fact of the «fall» of philosophy into politics
(F. Lange).

Conclusions of the research. Philosophy, acquiring its otherness in the face
of ideology and starting from its non-real (illusory) being, got the opportunity to
develop its completely new, now post-historical, forms of existence. As a result,
the relationship between philosophy and ideology has consistently unfolded in the
historical reality of the last two centuries all three logical forms: the transition
(philosophy into ideology), reflection (philosophy into ideology and vice versa),
and, finally, the removal of ideology in philosophy.

CRITICAL THINKING AS A MEANS OF RESISTANCE
IN INFORMATION WAR

The article reveals the connotationof the key concepts «information wary and «critical
thinking». The study analyzes the features of information war as a manipulative technology
and reveals the role of critical thinking tools (analysis, synthesis, interpretation) in
counteraction to information sabotage. It has been proven that the process of information
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influence on public and individual consciousness is ambiguous — it can be either positive
and contribute to raising the level of public awareness of urgent problems, or it can carry
out information attacks with the aim of destructive influence on consciousness, cultivation
of hatred and dispersal of the feeling of «treasony. It is argued that information manipulation
affects the consciousness of a person through an avalanche of rumors, manipulations, and
fakes, aimed at weakening and ultimately destroying the ability of self-identification and
self-determination. This is an extremely dangerous situation that can lead to a state of
disorientation if countermeasures are not used, one of which is the tools of critical thinking
and fact-checking to evaluate information.

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CHANGE IN NATIONAL SECURITY MARKERS IN
OFFICIAL POLITICAL DISCOURSE: UKRAINIAN
CONTEXT

Discourse analysis allows us to identify markers of change in values, which is a sign
of democratic development. However, this does not mean a radical change in values, but
rather their correlation with the economic, social, cultural dimensions of society. When it
comes to national security as the value of the country, then here we can see the dichotomy
of the collective «wey» with the individualistic «I». In democratic societies, the priority of
national security is higher than the values of self-expression, while the authorities guarantee
human rights and freedoms.

The study provides a theoretical analysis of the nature of official political discourse.
The influence of discourse on the political system through the category of «securityy is
considered. At the first stage, the theoretical and methodological analysis is conducted in
terms of social practice of G. Deleuze and M. Foucault. At the second stage, a comparative
analysis of the concept of national security of Ukraine was conducted. At the third stage,
markers of the value components of Ukraine s national security were identified, which both
presidents have used. This allowed us to understand the discourse practice of official
political discourse as a strategy to influence the political system.

Problem setting. Official political discourse represents itself through sign-
symbolic interactions, thanks to which interpretations (as discourse strategies of
the power) are carried out. If discourse (as detailed communication) allows the
contractual relationship in society, than its symbolic interactions establish social
connections through symbols. As discourse researcher G. Seidel writes, discourse
is «a dynamically linguistic, and above all, semantic space in which social meanings
are produced or challenged» [1, p. 44].

Analysis of recent research and publications. Many discourse research concepts
exist related to critical discourse analysis (CDA) and discourse strategies.
L. J. Phillips and M. W. Jorgensen have attempted to systematize theoretically the
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models of discourse. In their work «Discourse analysis as theory and method»,
researchers consider three approaches among scientists: the theory of discourse by
E. Laclau and C. Moulffe (the world is formed by values); critical discourse analysis
(N. Fairclough, TeunA. Van Dijk — discourse as a social practice of text exchange);
and discourse psychology (J. Potter, M. Wethereil, S. Widdicomb, R. Wooffitt as
language strategies of influence) [2]. Analyzing the postmodernist concept of
discourse analysis, we can identify a number of important scientific approaches
that consider discourse as linguistic communication [3; 4] or as a social practice of
the subject [1; 5; 6]. Philosophers-analysts, who relied on linguistic analysis,
focused on the language, which helps to project the universe. L. Wittgenstein [7]
introduced the concept of «language game», and his follower John Austin [§]
identified three levels of language: locutionary, illocutionary and perlocutionary
ones. This allows us to distinguish the official political discourse formed by the
government, among other types of discourses. It is the locutionary level, where the
subject of the linguistic act (in the form of the political elite) is in its center, which
establishes a certain grammar of expression for the sake of control over power. And
the illocutionary level, which has not the subject, but the object in its center, which
the linguistic act is directed to, and it becomes a strategy of oppositional or counter-
discourse. The perlocutionary level enhances the effect of communication in these
two lines of discourse. John Searle [9], who developed a study of locutionary acts
by D. Austin, emphasizes that the speech act requires participation of the addressee
and the consignor, who have language competence and knowledge of the world, in
the communication.

The purpose of the article. Interactions of official political discourse have stable
expressions, which allows identifying the main strategies for promoting meanings,
producers of interpretations, internal and external reasons for transporting frames
through narratives of political processes to influence the political system.

In this study, we want to focus on the nature of official political discourse and
consider its impact on the political system through the category of «security». At
the first stage, a theoretical and methodological analysis of the official political
discourse and political system will be carried out. Here we will rely on the
methodology of G. Deleuze and M. Foucault, where we understand the discourse
as a social practice of political actors. In the second stage, we will make a comparative
analysis of the concept of national security of Ukraine. It is reflected in the Decrees
of the two Presidents of Ukraine — P. Poroshenko (2014-2019) and V. Zelenskyy
(from 2019 to today). In the third stage, we will highlight the markers of the value
components of Ukraine’s national security used by both presidents. This will allow
us to clarify the discourse practice of the official political discourse as a strategy to
influence the political system.
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Paper main body.

1. Official political discourse and political system

In order to investigate the relationship between the official political discourse
and the political system, it is necessary to dwell on the characteristics of the study
of the political system itself, to understand the logic of its development. Therefore,
the phenomenology of Jacques Derrida — his destructive approach — helps to
«decomposey, or, let us say, to «dissect» the political system into separate parts and
find common ground between them. The concept of «deconstruction» came as
a result of a combination of German philosophy by M. Heidegger and French
philosophy by G. Deleuze. Gilles Deleuze pointed to the state of the universe, when
many millennia ago all the sizes of objects amounted to zero. That is, the time when
both emotions and things were in the same atom. He calls this state «singularity».
However, discourse, in his view, is not a formless instance, but a «discourse of the
purely informal» [10, p. 146]. The main thesis of the researcher who studied the
logic of meaning, is that difference always precedes identity. While most scientists
have focused on the identity, which the difference emerged from, the singularity is
the only birthplace of the universe. It creates the equal conditions, and because of
that the differences appear, and then they unite. The unification of differences into
coherent whole, according to G. Deleuze, is a fact of dictation opposed to the very
differences that give rise to freedom. Therefore, the logic of meaning of Gilles
Deleuze, as Michel Foucault later wrote, is built on the physical and metaphysical,
and it forces to understand and accept the super-being. «Physics: discourse dealing
with the ideal structure of bodies, mixtures, reactions, internal and external
mechanisms; metaphysics: discourse dealing with the materiality of incorporeal
things — phantasms, idols, and simulacrax» [11, p. 298]. In the study, it is an official
political discourse. Its pragmatics, on the one hand, structures the political system,
and on the other hand, the phenomenon of its symbolic structures is a metaphysical
phenomenon.

The concept of «discourse», as socially constructed knowledge according to
M. Foucault, is a way of social practices that reproduce meanings. In this logic, the
phenomenological and poststructuralist directions of research indicate a symbolic
level of influence on the political system. In other words, returning to G. Deleuze,
it is the metaphysical influence on the physical. Different semiotic models are
recognized through political events in which the discourse strategy of the symbolic
is embedded. Political discourse, as a mechanism for the functioning of
interpretations, consists not only of signs and of symbols, but also has an impact
on political behavior through the symbolic exchange due to the political
communication. Therefore, the studying of political discourse at the level of
symbolizing the political process, allows not only revealing ways to influence the
audience through symbols, but also finding a direct link between political institutions
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and symbolic interactions and their impact on the political system. They establish
a correspondence between political ideas and their practical implementation. To
analyze political discourse, it is necessary to explore discourse practice and its key
aspects: the political process; the time space it takes place in; formal and informal
actors in the development of political discourse; the territory of distribution and
influence of interpretations; and government resources. Therefore, the main search
method as a «deconstruction» of the political system will help to explore the various
structural elements of discourse as the context of the political text.

The subject becomes the subject of politics through official political discourse,
by reflecting on political events as narratives around which political discourse has
been built. From here one can see the levels of formation of official political
discourse, which influence the construction of political reality:

1) political reality receives connotations through sign-symbolic interactions that
simplify the meaning of political processes for the establishment of a social contract
through collective thinking in order to influence collective behavior;

2) sign-symbolic interactions create frames and are transmitted by political
actors through narratives (retelling of political events), determining the markers of
authenticity as a value of society;

3) the official political discourse as a stable set of statements about the meanings
of political processes, transforms the values of society into collective norms through
the interpretation of the political elite for the sake of establishing a social contract.
This affects the loyalty of the majority of society to political power. Acceptance or
non-acceptance of the terms of the social contract proposed by the authorities has
its consequences in collective behavior. Which, in turn, affects the change of reality.

In this sequence, official political discourse contradicts unofficial one, which is
less stable in its own statements, has fewer resources to influence the collective
perception of meanings. Nevertheless, unofficial discourse forces the government’s
discourse to respond to information flows through vertical, horizontal, and
proportional communication. The main purpose of official political discourse is to
influence the collective perception of the proposed values and meanings in order
to establish a coherent political text.

Therefore, the official political discourse maintains the stability of the political
system, the change of which affects the loss of the political elite. Hence, it uses
discourse practices related to the technology of promoting meaning for the stability
of the political system.

From the point of view of J. Habermas, there are three norms of existence of
social systems:

1) when the discourse of statements aspires to legitimacy (for example, official
statements of the country’s leaders);

2) when regulatory parameters change depending on productive forces;
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3) when the level of development of society is measured by the ability to learn
[4, p.19-20].

If the perception of discourse happens (even at the level of critical understanding),
then other two norms will also be under the vector of control of power. Both
productive forces and the ability to learn will be formed according to the same given
scenario. Than, the political regime as a form of political process will initiate the
level and quality of change. Understanding legalizes linguistic acts, interprets them
in a given direction and the very actions of individuals become a conscious norm
for themselves. Therefore, the functions of the official political discourse are not
only in the development of normative and educational processes, but in the formation
of value components of society.

2. National security of the country: comparative analysis

Due to the symbolic structures of the discourse, values are formed around which
apolitical text is built. R. Inglehart in his work «Modernization and Postmodernization:
cultural, economic, and political change in 43 societies» [12] points to mass
participation, interpersonal trust, tolerance of minorities, and freedom of speech,
as the main conditions for the stability of democracy. However, researching values
from 2010 to 2014 together with Christian Welzel, he showed that in a democracy,
values tend to change, which is a consequence of changing economic, social,
cultural dimensions of society. Scholars point to existential security as the main
value of modern society, which is a consequence of the transition from traditional
values to secular-rational ones. If the traditional values relate to religion, the
relationship between parents and children, respect for authority, then secular-rational
values pay less attention to religion, traditional family values and authority. More
attention is paid to economic and physical security.

Based on the cultural map of Inglehart-Welzel, who have pointed out that the
socioeconomic development is linked with a broad syndrome of distinctive value
orientations, asserts that there are two major dimensions of cross cultural variation
in the world:

1) Traditional values versus Secular-rational values and;

2) Survival values versus Self-expression values.

In our study, the second parameter of values is of interest, where the value of
survival contrasts the values of self-expression. According to researchers, «survival
values place emphasis on economic and physical security. It is linked with
a relatively ethnocentric outlook and low levels of trust and tolerance» [13].

The national security of the country one can understand as the value of survival.
So, we propose to carry an analysis of the Decrees of the Presidents of
Ukraine P. Poroshenko and V. Zelenskyy «On the decision of national security and
defense of Ukraine» [14; 15]. The aim of the practical analysis of these two
documents was to identify the vectors of change in values in the context of the
official political discourse of Ukraine’s national security.
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It is known that the discourse of national security of the country should be
connected, first of all, with national interests of the country [16, p. 186]. For
Ukraine, the concept of «national security» is connected with geopolitical challenges,
as the country depends on international politics both geographically and economically
[17, p. 489-490]. Hence, we expect for guarantees of internal security in law
enforcement agencies, such as special services, the military, and the diplomatic
corps. However, the citizens’ own responsibility, their critical attitude to the
consumption of information, has become relevant in recent years. The activities of
public organizations, as well as the involvement of opinion leaders in the
development of media literacy culture, influenced the initiative of the President of
Ukraine V. Zelenskyy to update the education system in the country. «Media literacy
lessons should appear in our school curriculum. And those who have graduated
from school long time ago (these are our parents, our grandparents), we must teach
them what is information hygiene, what are fakes, what is propaganda, how in a few
sentences or even with words, someone can control their minds, control their
hearts», the president said during his speech at the All-Ukrainian Forum «Ukraine
30. Culture. Media. Tourism» [18].To establish the vector directions of changing
the value of security in the official political discourse of Ukraine, we have identified
three components:

Level 1: who «we» are. In the decrees of both presidents, one can find signs of
Ukrainian markers, which are used in documents as «Ukrainian. ..» in the context of
security. It is interesting that in P. Poroshenko’s document «Ukrainian...» is reflected
9 times, while in V. Zelenskyy’s document — only 4 times. If the first president
emphasizes more on the «Ukrainian state» and «Ukrainian people», than the second
president uses the adverb «Ukrainian» more in the cultural sense (7able ).

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Level 2: protection issues. We tried to find out the categories of subjects of
protection. Here we distinguish two groups:

Group 1 — subjects of the national security of Ukraine. The documents list both
political institutions and other institutional categories of the country, as well as
citizens and public associations. In Poroshenko’s Decree, the search word
«protection» is used 28 times. The document clearly states that «protection will be
provided by the effective Armed Forces of Ukraine, other military formations
formed in accordance with the laws of Ukraine, intelligence, counterintelligence
and law enforcement agencies of the state, the dynamic development of Ukraine’s
economy». In V. Zelenskyy’s Decree, the word «protectiony» is used 20 times and
it is no longer about the subjects who should be responsible for the defense of the
country, but about the tools to ensure protection. Such tools include the following:

— modernization;

— ensuring recovery;

— building an effective system;

— increase efficiency;

— improvement.

Both presidents use their own categories of protection: social, civil, systemic,
physical, legal ones. It is interesting that the global pandemic COVID-19 introduced
its own category of protection in the Decree of V. Zelenskyy. It is the category
«biological», which is used in the document as a synonym for «biosafety».

Group 2 — objects of protection in the context of national security of Ukraine.
We found out that Poroshenko’s security worldview is based on the defense of the
country, while V. Zelenskyy appeals more to individualistic dimensions of security.
Therefore, V. Zelenskyy uses more such features of objects of protection as «person»,
«individualy, «citizens» (Table 2).

Level 3: who «they» are. We defined the marker «they» through the search word
«threaty». In the context of both documents, the concept of «threat» occurs through
opposition either to other countries or to other phenomena. The «friend-enemy»
vectors are set equally in the documents of both presidents (European Union/
European countries v. Russia/Russian Federation/militarization of the temporarily
occupied Crimea). However, there is a difference in the phenomena. V. Zelenskyy
considers the following external and internal factors as the main threats to national
security and national interests of Ukraine (7able 3).

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For P. Poroshenko, most of the external factors hindering the development of
the country, are related to Russia’s aggression on the territory of Ukraine, while for
V. Zelenskyy, global problems become a problem for Ukraine (7able 4).

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After comparing these two tables, we can conclude that the security discourse
in the official political discourse put the Russian Federation on the first place as
a country that poses an external threat to Ukraine after the occupation of Crimea
and the unfolding of military events in Donetsk and Luhansk oblasts. Under
President V. Zelenskyy, the security value has shifted to the level of global problems,
where the Russian Federation poses a threat to the country at the level of global
problems. The extent to which the change in such a vector has become politically
conscious, and whether the change in the guidelines of external threats to Ukraine
affects its foreign policy, is the subject of research for further investigation.
Nevertheless, there is a specific connection.

Both presidents understand the concept of «state border of Ukraine» as an
internationally recognized statement, which has the highest priority for the state
and is a guarantee of peaceful democratic development of Ukraine. However, in
the Decree of President P. Poroshenko, the concept of state «border» is used in the
context of «protection», «defense». And in the Decree of V. Zelenskyy it is used
only with «protection...», which may indicate the activities of certain structures
operating in other countries, protecting the borders of the country.

V. Zelenskyy uses the concept of «sovereignty» as «restoration», «defense»,
and «provision». It is close to such values as «peace» and «territorial integrity».
P. Poroshenko understands «sovereignty» with the categories of «protection» and
«guaranteey. It is a fundamental value of the country and it is used with other values,
such as independence, territorial integrity, dignity, democracy, man, his rights and
freedoms, rule of law, welfare , peace and security (Decree of the President of
Ukraine Petro Poroshenko) (7able 5).

Conclusions
Understanding discourse as expanded communication, the model of the British
sociologist and Marxist supporter Stuart Hall most accurately shows the meaning

125



of the symbolic in the transmission of interpretations in the political field. According
to the scientist, there are three levels of participants in communication:

» At the first level, the political elite provides certain interpretations of events
that are packed into symbols. The elite controls them.

* On the second level the elites connect, which L. Althusser calls «the
ideological State apparatuses»: religious, ethical, legal, political, aesthetic, etc.
institutions that ensure the control of ideology [19, p. 92].

At the third level, recipients of information become active transmitters of
information. The role of the recipient of information at this level enhances the
communication further.

Therefore, difficulties may arise in finding the main values for the Ukrainian
nation, which fill the structure of the political text through the sign-symbolic
interactions of the discourse. Who owns the retransmission of meaning through the
symbol, who controls it and who is responsible for the formation of everyday
practices? Is the problem of national security and authenticity, as the main values
of the Ukrainian nation today, in need of tough sanctions, or is it a litmus test for
those who are in power? The search for answers to these questions determines the
horizon of scientific research in the analysis of political processes through markers
of security discourse.

The construction of political reality as a factor in the activity of official political
discourse and political discourse in general, has its threats and challenges with the
help of symbolic structures:

1) symbols, as the capital of a social group, can fall into disrepair along with
the group that relies on them. Therefore, every economic, social, political and
cultural change becomes a challenge to change the symbolic;

2) political communication forces political institutions to be active participants
in communication. They produce certain symbolic structures of discourses to
stabilize the political system. Understanding discourse as a process of connotation
of reality through interpretations, a certain behavioral collective model is constructed;

3) the symbol has its own codes and decodings, which activate the second group
of communication participants — recipients of information. The further fate of the
political system is possible from the contractual and opposition levels;

4) at the heart of political decision-making today there is the main value —
national security. When political institutions develop a political discourse around
this value, it is possible to justify harsh methods and even elements of violence
(which can be a sign of authoritarian democracy). Hence, it is customary to divide
the symbols into normative and cognitive, where some establish rules at the level
of political institutions, while others form ideas and collective expectations.
Moreover, normative symbols can be so strong during the crisis that they overlap
personal ideas to get out of the collective state of crisis;
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5) civil society, as a carrier of political discourse, takes an active part in political
communication and discourse practices. It is through symbols that social activity
is produced in society. Between political institutions and public institutions, the
winner is the one who has a minimal difference between symbols and real actions.
Otherwise, imitation leads to inflation, both political and social. Therefore, the rules
and mechanisms of functioning of political and public institutions unite society
under the terms of a social contract, which is established by the conventionality of
signs through sign-symbolic interaction. It does not matter on what dimension it
happens: vertically, horizontally or proportionally within the discourse. The main
thing is that symbols and institutions function at the level of rule-making practices
and do not blur the boundaries of responsibility. There are norms that must be
obeyed and there are symbols that declare these norms through discourse. And this
is the effect of snapping.

The crisis occurs when symbols are under question. Hence is the growing
distrust towards the institutions that produce them. The opposite reaction occurs:
distrust towards institutions breeds distrust towards symbols, and hence political
discourse will produce the emptiness of a political text. The values declared through
interpretations do not establish meaning, but produce voids in the center of the
political text. Policymakers suggest other symbols that are represented as an
example of the order in which the text is established. Therefore, the symbolization
of the political system becomes a means of struggle. Because of informal discourse
practices, formal institutions are forced to be either liquidated or rebooted through
sign-symbolic interaction. If the ruling elite manages to maintain a dialogue with
the counter-elite, there is a snapping effect; if not, it loses its symbolic resource and
ability to control the political system. Therefore, the further development of the
political system depends on the strategies of political institutions and the level of
expanded political communication within the discourse, where the totalitarian
discourse of symbols covers all spheres of life in order to preserve political stability.
The media, as one of the main channels and participants in such communication,
form their media discourse as part of political discourse. The media discourse shows,
in what form unpopular political reforms are proposed, how evidence is retransmitted
and facts and symbols are used, for what purpose a certain public opinion is
established, which encourages the projected joint action. All this becomes a sign
of an open, closed or transitional political system.

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ORGANIZATIONAL WARS AS AN INSTRUMENT
OF PRESSURE IN INTERNATIONAL RELATIONS

The article focuses on the fact that wars acquire a hybrid character in the 21st century.
1t is emphasized that the new ways of waging war are aimed at destroying the state from
the inside by unbalancing all organizational systems of the state, when national features
are destroyed, economic and political subordination to the aggressor occurs. The article
details the essence and content of modern wars that are referred to as organizational wars
and highlights some aspects of their essence are highlighted in the context of international
relations. It is shown that the main tool of organizational warfare is the technology of
«controlled chaosy, which involves the use of a strategy of indirect approach and effects-
based operations, and that the maximum effect of organizational weapons is achieved in
network societies.

Keywords: organizational warfare, the strategy of «indirect approachy, effects-based
operation, organizational weapons

Problem setting. The wars of the 21st century are significantly different from
the wars of previous times, including the wars and military conflicts of the past
century, since the confrontation between individual countries and their coalitions
takes place under fundamental changes in the international security system. This
becomes especially evident in recent years when tectonic shifts have taken place
in the world order, which has exacerbated the new conflicts. A characteristic feature
of modern confrontation between states is the fact that there does not exist a common
understanding of the procedures for transitioning to a state of war and the signs of
the beginning of a military conflict. This translates in practice into the use of military
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force without a formal declaration of war, when the opposing parties and their allies
are not clearly defined and new actors appear to act in military operations, and
non-standard methods of warfare are used. The practice of the last decade shows
that modern wars are acquiring a hybrid character. Such definitions as hybridwarfare,
mixed warfare, non-standard warfare, diffuse warfare, war of controlled chaos, etc.,
are used in numerous scientific publications. These definitions largely characterize
a new type of war, especially in terms of ways of waging modern wars. Ukrainian
and Russian military scholars and experts who work in the sphere of understanding
the phenomenon of war from a philosophical point of view have a tendency to refer
to wars where enemy parties do not shoot at one another, where people are not
killed, bombs are not dropped, where military personnel of the enemy army do not
act directly, but when countries economically and politically submit to the aggressor,
when their national features are destroyed, as organizational wars. This mirrors the
modern trend of the transition from wars with the extermination of the enemy to
wars focused on self-disorganization and self-disorientation in order to preserve
the existing resource base.

Recent research and publications analysis. Currently, the topics and areas of
studies in the field of international relations and military-theoretical views on the
use of military force are largely devoted to the analysis of the processes of
transformation of the generally accepted concepts of war and peace, and the
assessment of the changed conditions of warfare.

All modern concepts of war and theories of warfare are based on doctrinal
provisions of C. von Clausewitz. War, according to C. Clausewitz, is not an
autonomous, isolated phenomenon, it expresses political goals that depend on the
relationship of states. This is an act of violence designed to force the enemy to fulfil
a certain will and at the same time has a pulsating character. C. Clausewitz believed
that physical violence is just one of the possible means, the main goal of war is to
impose own will on the enemy.At the same time, if war is an act of violence, it
affects feelings. According to C. Clausewitz, the resistance of the enemy is the result
of two interrelated factors: the amount of means the enemy has (military power)
and the will to win [1]. He understood war as a clash of forces that act freely but
not according to law. When the actions reach extremes, the war becomes absolute,
that is, it reaches absolute violence, leading to total destruction. Thus, according to
C. Clausewitz, war has two poles, two peaks, two elements in its essence: violence
and politics.

According to S. Brzezhinsky, S. Huntington, and other scholars, due to
geo-economic competition for planetary resources and markets for goods and
services, which result in global economic crises, highly developed states need to
create appropriate advantages over geopolitical opponents, which gives rise to
a corresponding conflict in the system of international relations. Consequently, the
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need for military force is growing, but in modern conditions, non-standard ways
of achieving geostrategic or geo-economic goals are becoming more advantageous
[2; 3]. Modern wars can be defined as «nonconventionaly», which, according to
A. Illarionov, use all methods and technologies at the same time, combining the
techniques of hard and soft power [4, p. 77].

Many scientific achievements of foreign and domestic scientists are devoted to
the analysis of the features of such wars. It is relevant to mention such well-known
researchers, politicians, historians and theorists of the problems of war and peace
as Z. Brzezinski, A. Bogdanov, L. Hart, G. Filimonov, V. Gorbulin, O. Dzoban,
G. Kissinger, S. Kurginyan, V. Mandragelya, S. Mann, J. Nye, G. Pocheptsov,
M. Senchenko, V. Serebryannikov, V. Slipchenko, V. Smolyanyuk, A. Toffler,
M. Trebin, S. Tyushkevich, S. Huntington, V. Tsyganov and so on. The works of
these researchers, devoted to the problems of geopolitics, the essence, and causes
of wars, information, and psychological confrontation, are quite thorough and
contain a lot of factual material [5—14]. At the same time, it should be emphasized
that specific studies on the essence and content of modern wars hereinafter called
organizational wars are not enough in the scientific literature.

Paper objective.The goal of the article is analyse the phenomenon of
organizational warfare, which we understand not only as a fight aimed at destroying
assets — in the form of people or infrastructure — which are either state-owned or
state-controlled but as a battle for the mind through cyberspace capability and the
network society, which is not the prerogative of any state but a field open for
manipulations with a human being’s consciousness. The objective is also to specify
some aspects of the essence of organizational wars in international relations.

Paper main body. S. Kurginyan defines organizational warfare as «a conscious
and purposeful attack on the organization of the target core, subsystems and control
links of the enemy system», and specifies that «organizational warfare is, first of
all, the actions the attacker needs to control the enemy’s motivations necessary to
make organizational decisions in all spheres of his social and state system» [15].
Regarding the sphere of interstate relations, organizational warfare is a system of
procedures that allows the policy of a hostile state to be reoriented in the right
direction without the use of force [16].

N. Senchenko notes that organizational warfare is a system of informational,
ideological, managerial, economic, psychological, political, and other actions
against the enemy, which are coordinated in terms of purpose, place, time, and cost,
and force the enemy to reorient towards goals that are unacceptable for survival.
This is the replacement of the system of basic values of the target state with the
values of the aggressor state as more promising [17, p. 7].

Generally, researchers emphasize that the main tasks of organizational wars are
to disorient the behaviour of the population of the enemy state, strengthen centrifugal
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trends in its society, exacerbate contradictions in the system of its cultural codes,
impose development programs unacceptable to its economy, and create situational
social groups that require a radical reformatting the ideological and political
interests of this state, and so on.

The main instrument of organizational warfare is the technology of «controlled
chaos». According to M. Senchenko, this technology is designed to totally
destabilize government bodies on the territory of the enemy, reduce mobilization
preparedness, destroy national identity, and turn the population into rootless,
controlled cosmopolitans who are positively disposed towards the future
occupation [17, p. 45]. This is a complex system mechanism, the elements of
which are arbitrarily interconnected, and its use can result in multi-vector variants
of development.

The technology of «controlled chaos» involves the use of the strategy of
«indirect approach», «soft power», «smart power», and «effects-based operationsy.
The purpose of the technology is to reformat the necessary states, rebuild the mass
consciousness of their nations, reduce resistance and self-organization, and form
a society with the erased memory.

The British military theorist B. Liddell Hart thinks that the strategy of indirect
action should not be considered only through the concepts of war. In his opinion,
the methods of indirect actions are the key to the practical solution of any problem
in which the fundamental factors are a person and opposing interests, which leads
to conflict [18].

Ukrainian scholar N. Shevchenko understands the concept of «strategy of
indirect approachy» as a system of symmetrical and asymmetric approaches and
a set of actions of the active party (state, block), which the future build conditions
for the successful implementation of its policy of defending interests through
creating a situation of disorientation of the enemy in the context of dialectical
changes in the space of confrontation [19]. In the context of geopolitical and geo-
economic approaches, this process occurs through the systematic implementation
of measures of indirect strategic impact on the object of expansion, which implies,
among other things, the formation of hybrid threats to the enemy. In the military-
political context, the main goal of such a strategy is to weaken the enemy’s resistance,
rather than attempt to suppress it, «disarm» the enemy and make fulfil the winner’s
will [20].

The strategy of indirect approach is implemented along with the theory of
reflexive control originated in Russia and defined as «a method of transmitting
specially prepared information to a partner or opponent in order to incline them
«voluntarily» to make a predetermined decision desired by the initiator of the
action» [21], orwell-known idea of perception management developed in the USA,
which the Department of Defence defines as «actions to convey and/or deny selected
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information and indicators to foreign audiences to influence their emotions, motives,
and objective reasoning as well as to intelligence systems and leaders at all levels
to influence official estimates, ultimately resulting in foreign behaviours and official
actions favourable to the originator’s objectives. In various ways, perception
management combines truth projection, operations security, cover and deception,
and psychological operationsy» [22].

In their book War and Anti-War, Alvin and Heidi Toffler list the following as
tools for perception management—atrocity accusations; hyperbolic inflations;
demonisation and/or dehumanisation; polarisation; claim of divine sanction; meta-
propaganda [23].

«The US military has demonstrated use of perception management multiple
times in modern warfare, even though it has proven to take a hit to its credibility
among the American people», Indian Brigadier B. M. Kapoor says. He believes
that «perception management is now an accepted part of wielding international
strategic influence. In affecting the perception of a foreign government, the goal is
to change the foreign government’s policy to support your political interest. The
goal could also be to influence the foreign government’s perceptions of elements
of the foreign society» [24].

The Chinese government has also used strategies to manage the perception of
their country to the rest of the world. Chinese military scholars argue that their
nation has a long history of conducting «psychological operations», a phrase that
connotes important aspects of strategic deception and, to a certain degree, what the
US Department of Defense portrays as perception management. For example,
several articles published by the PLA’s Academy of Military Science (AMS) journal
Zhongguo Junshi Kexue, examine psychological warfare and psychological
operations mainly as a deception-oriented function of military strategy [25].

Speaking aboutthe theory of reflexive control, the Russian military expert
S. Komov defines this phenomenon as a complex of intellectual methods of
information warfare, applied through non-verbal informational contact between the
subject and the object. According to the scientist, to affect the enemy, this type of
intellectual warfare features techniques aimed at distracting the enemy, overloading
him with conflicting information, splitting probable coalition, paralyzing the
opposing side’s actions, exhausting, deceiving, or calming the enemy down,
intimidating or provoking the enemy, offering to act in a predetermined way or
forcing the enemy to do this, and so on [26, p. 388—-389].

Another Russian military expert, F. Chausov focuses on the effectiveness of
such methods of reflexive control as disinformation, provocation, blackmailing,
and compromising the geopolitical enemy. However, the most important threat is
disinformation campaigns, which result in pre-planned impact on public opinion
or decision-makers [26, p. 389-390].
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The main segment where the intentions of the initiators and executors of
organizational wars intersect is effects-based operations (EBO), a United States
military concept that emerged during the Persian Gulf War in the design and execution
of the Desert Storm air campaign, which is defined by the United States Joint Forces
Command(USJFCOM), as «a process for obtaining a desired strategic outcome or
effect on the enemy through the synergistic and cumulative application of the full
range of military and nonmilitary capabilities at all levels of conflict» [27].

Air Force Glossary defines the effects-based approach to operations as «an appro-
ach in which operations are planned, executed, assessed, and adapted to influence or
change systems or capabilities in order to achieve desired outcomes» [28].

The essence of this concept lies in the fact that in order to support superior
decision-making and to understand the enemy’s systems, the philosophical (not
physical) canter of gravity of the combatants is determined and evaluated, in other
words — the elements that determine their freedom of action, physical strength, or
will to fight, such as leadership, system essentials, infrastructure, the population as
well as military assets. P. K. Davis suggests defining EBO as «operations conceived
and planned in a systems framework that considers the full range of direct, indirect,
and cascading effects—effects that may, with different degrees of probability, be
achieved by the application of military, diplomatic, psychological, and economic
instruments».As for EBO mechanisms, he mentions «speed, agility, parallel
operations, decisiveness, creating shock and awe, and attacking the enemy’s mindset
and conceptual canters of gravity». P. K. Davis classifies the EBO effects as physical
ones, such as «damage equipment/systems», «disrupt processesy, «kill people» and
behavioural ones that are typed as «demoralize», «paralyze/slow», «divert/confuse»
and «influence» [29].

Smith proposes a fairly similar taxonomy, in his view,the EBO effects fall into
two general areas: physical and psychological. Physical effects can be further
described as «destruction», «physical attrition», «chaos/entropy». Psychological
effects can be categorized under «chaos/entropy», «foreclosure» (curtailing options),
«shock», «psychological attrition» [30].

Donald Lowe and Simon Ng rephrase «the basic categorizations of physical
and psychological/behavioural effects as the change of state of an entity, whether
it is physical or mental» [31].

It can be seen that the above definitions of EBO are postulated in a similar way,
all of them, one way or another, agree that a key component of Effects-based
operations is the cognitive sphere, in other words, the consciousness of the side that
attacks and the side that is attacked. Specifically, the cognitive sphere or area of
consciousness is the place where the effect-based operations are carried out. The
cognitive sphere also comprises such phenomena as doctrine, tactics, techniques,
and procedures, ability to resist or readiness to accept new meanings and values.
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Ukrainian researcher A. Senchenko notes that the effects-based operations are
aimed at developing the behavioural structures of all participants in the political
process. He believes that not only allies, but also forces that have chosen a neutral
position, and enemies (who might even not know) are involved in a scenario
imposed from the outside and act in accordance with the will of those who control
the effects-based operations, turning into political puppets. This is defeat even before
war starts, since when the open confrontation begins, both the enemy, neutral forces,
and allies are completely subject to the rules of the conflict initiators and perform
programmed actions [32, p. 41].

The object of impact under effects-based operations is disorganized
simultaneously in all areas. In the socio-cultural and cognitive spheres, the country-
aggressor acts by deploying lobby groups and social networks (marketing, human
rights, research, educational, charitable, and similar) around the world, which openly
or covertly propagate and export the way of life of the affecting country; advances
own values, broadcasts the corresponding cultural and worldview codes, and makes
network revolutions.

In the information sphere, impact is exercised through the total domination of
the military-strategic complex of the aggressor country, its private corporations,
the media, and communication providers in the field of collecting, processing, and
disseminating information. In physical terms, impact is carried out in a hot war as
a result of the rapid and effective destruction of enemy forces and means by using
precise weapons and other latest military-technical achievements. The effects-based
operation means the establishment of complete control over all participants in actual
or probable hostilities (that is, not only during direct confrontation against the
enemy, like the classic wars of the industrial period, but also during periods of peace
or crisis, and not only against the enemy but also in regard to ally or neutral forces)
and their total manipulation in all situations.

In the technology of «controlled chaos» an important place belongs to
organizational weapons [33]. The basis of organizational weapons is special
technologies of organizational management reflection. They are ordered sets of
methods (models, programs, strategies, procedures, forms) for implementing
managerial decisions that are constantly being improved, introducing innovations,
supporting information, ideological and other necessary structural ties, selecting
and training personnel, planning, reporting, controlling, and so on. Since the basis
of any organizational system is people whose motivation is based on physiological,
social, and informational needs, the productive, correctly calculated use of
organizational weapons in a certain organizational environment (primarily in the
field of power) has a direct impact not only on the level of security of the state
organizational system but also the probability of its existence. A prolonged massive
informational and moral-psychological influence of a destructive nature, passing
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through the consciousness of every member of society, creates a real threat to the
existence of the nation as a result of the transformation of the main worldview,
cultural and ideological attitudes, that is, changes in the internal organizational
environment that determines the system of the country’s life.

The organizational weapons are directed at representatives of social groups and
institutions directly or indirectly involved in the long-term and short-term regulation
of the population behaviour. The managerial and creative elite, educators, and well-
known cultural and moral authorities of the state become the objects of the impact
of organizational weapons.

Popular in the media space people as well as «shadow authorities» fall into the
sphere of planning actions of organizational weapons since they affect the behaviour
of the population. A separate area is to create new subjects for the use of organizational
weapons in the form of subculture, non-traditional confessions, alternative
educational and training structures.

Thus, the organizational weapon is a way of activating the pathological system
within the functional system of the target state, in which the pathological system
absorbs the carrier’s resources for its development. A characteristic feature of
a pathological system (the use of organizational weapons) is that it affects the
functional system of society, first of all, from the outside, from a hierarchically
higher power level of the system organization. In addition, the use of organizational
weapons is not always visible to traditional forms of scientific observation and is
incomprehensible within the framework of the traditional logic of ordinary
knowledge. Destruction as the impact of the organizational weapon is aimed at
achieving results that lie in the «value system» of the party that initiates the use of
this weapon.

The use of organizational weapons achieves its maximum effect in network
societies since, according to M. Castells, the network society is a dynamic and open
system. The network in modern society acts as a building material for the organization
of joint activities of people, and also represents a structure that ignores boundaries.
M. Castells says that «it is networks that make up the new social morphology of
our societies, and the spread of «network» logic largely affects the course and result
of processes related to production, everyday life, culture, and power» [34].

The network feature, unlike all other forms of organizational structure, as
R. Voitovich notes, is that it does not have clearly defined centers and boundaries.
It is the network as the main form of organization of the modern world order that
is a flexible system of situational connections that are formed between the subjects
of the global space, which makes it possible to record a new social structure that
characterizes the variability and mobility of the modern world development. That
is, it comes to the level of social self-organization, which ensures the internal
integrity and consistency of the network, each element of which is an integral part
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of the network system of a more general nature and exists in it on an equal basis
[35, p. 5].

Network structures are funds, means of communication, mass media,
transnational corporations, banking structures, public, religious, non-governmental
and non-profitable organizations, political organizations, intelligence services of
different states, editorial offices of newspapers and magazines — both large and
amateur online publications or blogs that are engaged to the conflict by one of the
parties in a certain way. These may be associations or clubs of hunters, philatelists,
or collectors of antiques that have links with other similar clubs in different parts
of the world, whose members periodically come together for a general meeting or
forums. A network is a medium through which a certain signal can be passed, which
will be perceived, transmitted further, and implemented. Thus, new ideas, other
strategic models, foreign logic are easily perceived in the network society, which
means that such a society can be conquered.

The consequences of the use of organizational weapons are the replacement of the
system of basic values and meanings of the target state with the values and meanings
of the aggressor state as more promising. G. Pocheptsov argues that meanings are
governed by estimates and values of the past tense, that they are not invented now, they
are taken ready-made from the arsenals of semantic weapons sinceall these notions are
located around two poles: Good and Evil (right and wrong). «Our» ideas are always
right while «foreign» ones are wrong [36]. In this context, organizational weapons
feature by rethinking facts and values in favour of the aggressor.

Any sign system has two sides: value and meaning. The technocratic industrial
society, preferring the practical value of things, underestimates the role of meanings.
Technocrats usually look down on the humanitarians but have been losing out to
them more and more lately. The semantic aspect of organizational weapons can
change existing goals to necessary or unnecessary ones, reducing or exaggerating
the existing significance of things and actions, legalizing the forbidden and tabooed
things. Such influences require that a completely different toolkit be used. Facts
fade into the background and lose primary importance. The reliability of a fact is
not an important parameter; another fact can be easily found if the previous one is
not perceived. The fact is secondary, the necessary image meaning is primary.
A. Kharitonenko notes that semantic sabotage «starts» from an image, a metaphor,
a well-chosen cliché word to which the real facts are subsequently tailored. The
enemy in this war separates the image and the fact, making the desired image bright
but the unnecessary one cloudy and controversial [37, p. 161]. At the same time,
the main methods are reinterpretation, conceptual translation, the mythologization
of consciousness, and ritualization of behavior [38].

Conclusions of the research. Summing up the above, it should be emphasized
that the effects-based operations concept is not a new idea, it revises the historical
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wisdom of great luminaries of the past who articulated the importance of impact
on the enemy’s thoughts and beliefs so that to gain the upper hand, to secure victory.
At the present stage, elements of organizational warfare are being actively introduced
and can be successfully applied in any region where there are economic and social
problems, regardless of the ethnic and confessional aspects. The ultimate goal of
organizational wars is the weakening or destruction of nations through the
interception of control of these states by the aggressor. When solving such problems,
different technologies of «soft forms» of controlled chaos are used in combination
with military aggression (Afghanistan, Yugoslavia, Iraq, Libya, Syria, Ukraine).
As aresult, such processes lead to situations when organizers of the war concentrate
control over the financial, military, and information resources of the world
community.

Such technology has the greatest effect in network societies, which are actively
involved in globalization processes. Network societies are much less organized, do
not have a high level of critical thinking, and are much closer to chaos,
unpredictability, and spontaneity, than a society based on a rational hierarchy.

Using the network principle of action, organizational weapons cover all spheres
of society from education, media, and science, to economic and political processes.
The threat to national security from such technology at the first stages of its
development may not manifest itself outwardly, since it always hides behind
beautiful and righteous slogans of liberal values, freedom of speech, democracy,
tolerance, and so on. When the necessary conditions are created in the country, the
network principle of entropy is promptly implemented and leads to the complete
collapse of statehood. It is extremely difficult to resist the technology of organizational
warfare; comprehensive measures to combat this evil have not yet been developed,
which allows us to consider this technology one of the global threats to the modern
world order.

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THE FIRST EUROPEAN WAR OF THE THIRD MILLENNIUM:
PROLOGUE OR EPILOGUE?
(Political notes on the Russian-Ukrainian war of 2014-2022)

The article examines the course and consequences of the first (and so far only)
European war of the new century — Russian-Ukrainian in the time interval of
2014-2022. The main definitions of this war, which does not have a single meaningful
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interpretation on the part of the scientific, information-analytical and mass media
community, are given. The main international and institutional consequences of
the Russian-Ukrainian war are detailed. The conclusion is formulated that security
structures of the XX century are inefficient regulators of armed and force interstate
relations of the 21st century. Some geoeconomic and geopolitical consequences of
Russian aggression against Ukraine are revealed. The new accents of NATO
development, new dimensions of the geopolitical behavior of China and Turkey,
a new vision on the security prospects of humanity on the part of English-speaking
countries, primarily Great Britain and the United States, are detailed. The
uncertainty of the future of the Russian Federation, which is at a crossroads of
sorts, is emphasized. It is emphasized that the consequences of the Russian-
Ukrainian war, in view of their scale and global security and political resonance,
will have increased importance for the affirmation of a new system of international
relations, the formation of which will take place with the participation of Ukraine.
In general, it is proven that the world has irreversibly entered a new phase (epoch)
of development, which denies the logic, rationality, experience, and legal basis of
past historical periods.

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The article analyzes the main approaches to defining and understanding modern protest
movements in the USA. The role of political protest as one of the forms of contentious politics
isdefined. The key importance of protest in the formation of mass social movements is
clarified. The main theoretical approaches to defining the essence of the phenomenon and
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protest movements and their key importance in the political life of the United States of
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Formulation of the problem. The storming of the United States Capitol building
on January 6, 2021 by supporters of Donald Trump and the mass protests that took
place throughout the summer of 2020 forced many researchers to pay attention to
the reasons that led to these political phenomena. Mass protest movements became
the key collective actors in these events. In the last decade, it was they who
influenced and often determined the key directions of developing political and social
life in the USA.

Modern studies of sociologists and political scientists testify to the global
intensification of protest movements at the current stage of history. Researchers
note a significant increase in the number of protests since 2006, especially
highlighting the year 2008, when the global economic crisis began. Coinciding with
the rapid development of social networks, this caused a massive mobilization of
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citizens to protect their rights and freedoms as well as challenge the decisions of
state authorities. The United States of America was no exception and was one of
the leading countries in the formation of mass protest movements. And some protest
movements like Occupy Wall Street and Black Lives Matter have become widely
known around the world, where mass actions have been held in their support.
Therefore, a detailed study of modern protest movements in the USA is necessary
to understand the current and future development of political events. Especially
considering the increased level of polarization in American society, which is still
observed in the country.

Analysis of recent research and publications. The article examines modern
studies of protest activity in the world and, in particular, in the United States of
America. Special mention should be made of modern studies of protest movements,
which are highlighted in the works of I. Ortiz, S. Burke, M. Berrada, E. S. Cortés,
K.-D. Opp, T. V. Reed, G. Satell, S. Popovic, J. M. Larson. The article also cites
the works of social movement theorists: H. Blumer, N. Smelser, M. N. Zald,
J. D. McCarthy, C. Tilly, A. Touraine, and G. Sharp. Articles by Ukrainian researchers
K. Shapoval and H. Berestova were also used.

The purpose of the article is modern protest movements in the United States
of America as a subject of political science research.

Presenting main material. In order to study the phenomenon of protest
movements in detail, we must first define the concept of protest. Protest is an integral
part of social and political life in developed democratic countries. According to the
Ukrainian researcher K. Shapoval, the term «protest» comes from the Latin word
«protestare», which means to prove, to confirm; solemnly declare, testify, deny
[1, p. 58]. German researcher Karl-Dieter Opp defines a protest as «joint (i.e.,
collective) action of individuals aimed at achieving their goal or goals by influencing
the decision of the target» [2, p. 38]. American researcher of social movements
T. V. Reed points out that the Latin root «protestare» also means an etymological
connection with the concepts of publicness and witness. So, taking part in a protest
means, according to Reed, to offer public testimony of one’s position [3, p. 13].

The very phenomenon of protest involves the unification of citizens to publicly
deny and contest certain norms or actions that exist in the state or in its institutions.
However, taking into account the exceptional publicity of the protest and the appeal
of its participants to the authorities, it can be argued that most of the protests are
political in one way or another. Even if the participants of the protest do not use
the political symbols of individual parties. After all, it will be the representatives
of the authorities who will decide and consider citizens’ dissatisfaction. However,
a protest can also be in the middle of a separate enterprise, for example, if it is
a strike. Therefore, for a more precise definition of protest as actions of a group of
people to challenge and change existing norms in social institutions, the term

«political protest» is also used. Ukrainian researcher Hanna Berestova defines
«political protest» as «an individual or group form of political participation, which
consists in expressing disagreement and contention with a political course
ora specific political decision, which arises in response to the violation of the
rightsand freedoms of a person and a citizen by authorities» [4, p. 227].

In the definition of Hanna Berestova, it is possible to single out a key concept
that characterizes the nature of protest. This is the concept of «contentiousy.
American sociologist and political scientist Charles Tilly focused his research on
the politics of contentious. He defined the «contentious politics» as «an
interactions in which actors make claims bearing on someone else’s interests, in
which governments appear either as targets, initiators of claims, or third parties»
[5, p. 5]. According toTilly, the contentious politics unites 3 closely related features of
social life: contention, collective action and politics [5, p. 5]. But the contentious
politics isa broad concept and includes many forms of disagreement in the political
process. The activities of terrorist groups that carry out terrorist attacks due to
dissatisfactionwith existing political institutions will also be a manifestation of
the contentious politics. After all, terrorist groups correspond to all three signs
given by Tilly. Therefore, political protest is only one form of the contentious
politics.

Protests can take different forms. The Ukrainian Society Research Center divides
political protests into the following types [4, p. 228]:

— conventional — generally accepted forms of protests that do not directly affect
the targets of the protest. Such protests include rallies, pickets, demonstrations;

— confrontational — protest actions that involve a direct impact on the targets of
the protest, but are not accompanied by the task of direct harm to people or property.
Such forms of protest include blocking the work of some institutions, blocking
traffic, strikes, hunger strikes;

— violent — protest actions with the purpose or threat of direct harm to people
or property.

The famous political scientist Gene Sharp, the founder of the Albert Einstein
Institution, singled out 198 methods of nonviolent protests [6]. Researchers: IsabelOrtiz,
Sara Burke, Mohamed Berrada, Hernan Saenz Cortés, in their large-scale study
of world protests, supplemented Sharpe’s classification and singled out 250methods
of nonviolent protests [7, p. 124]. Peaceful protests, according to the authors, are
a fundamental sign of a viable democracy [7, p. 4].Institutionalized structures
such as political parties, movements and other socio-political entities can participate
in political protests. However, as socio-historical practice shows, political protest is one
of the most common forms of activity specifically for socialmovements. Therefore, for
further research, we need to understand why they play a key role in political
protests, especially in the modern historical period of the United States of America.
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The very term «social movement» was first used by the German philosopher
and sociologist Lorenz von Stein in his work «History of French social movements
from 1789 to the present» in 1850 [8, p. 5]. It was the time when the industrial
revolution and the development of labor movements took place. It was these
movements that von Stein studied, determining their influence on the change of the
social structure in France.

Social movements as a variety and at the same time a part of collective behavior
began to be actively investigated from the middle of the 20th century. The first
fundamental theories of the phenomenon of social movements were defined by
American sociologists. One of the first theorists of the study of collective behavior
in the humanities, the sociologist Herbert Blumerdefined a social movement as «a
collective enterprise to establish a new order of life» [9, p. 199]. In turn, sociologist
Neil Smelser, complementing Blumer, defined collective behavior itself as
«mobilization on the basis of a belief which redefines social action» [10, p. 8].
But researchers of the theory of collective behavior, although they used the
concept of social movement, often studied all possible forms of collective
behavior that did not belong to the sphere of activity of social movements.

American sociologists Mayer N. Zald and John D. McCarthy made a significant
contribution to distinguishing social movements as a separate subject of research
in sociology and political science. They focused on the nature of the formation of
social movements as organized and formalized structures of civil society to protect
group interests. A social movement, as defined by Zald and McCarthy, «is a set of
opinions and beliefs in a population which represents preferences for changing
some elements of the social structure and/or reward distribution of a society»
[11, p. 1217-1218].The social movement in its essence included elements of
preferences and organized actions for change [11, p. 1219].

Herbert Blumer, as well as Neil Smelser, Mayer N. Zald and John D. McCarthy
are attributed to the so-called «American paradigm» in the study of social
movements. And in all definitions, we can follow that the goal of a social movement
is a partial or complete change of the social structure, that is, social institutions.
Although the «European paradigm» offers other approaches to the study of the
nature of social movements, it gives an almost similar definition to the concept of
«social movement». Thus, one of the founders of the European paradigm and the
theory of «new social movements», the French sociologist Alain Touraine defined
a social movement as «the conflict action of agents of the social classes struggling
for control of the system of historical action» [12, p. 298]. AlainTouraine understands
the system of historical actions, which is still often called «historicity» in Ukrainian
scientific literature, as a means of forming the practice of social behavior, which
can also be interpreted as social norms established in a certain historical period. It
follows that historicity, as a resource, belongs to the ruling elite, which manages it
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and establishes it for others. That is why Touraine emphasizes the conflict, because
social movements enter into the process of contesting the norms established by the
government in the state.

The American sociologist and political scientist Ch. Tilly notes that the formation of
social movements began in the second half of the 18th century. Charles Tilly, analyzing
the history of the creation of social movements, claims that the term
«social movement» was used quite widely and included quite different social
organizations. In his opinion, this contributed to the fact that the term became
sufficiently «blurred». Therefore, for a greater systematization of this concept, Tilly
defines three main components that determine the nature and understanding of
social movements [8, p. 7]:

1) Campaigns for submitting collective demands to authorities.

2)An array of claim-making performances including special-purpose
associations, public meetings, media statements, and demonstrations.

3) Public representations of the cause’s worthiness, unity, numbers, and
commitment.

Comparing the American and European paradigms in defined concepts of social
movement, we can claim that a social movement is an association of citizens who
seek a complete or partial change of existing norms in society and the state. At the
same time, using Ch. Tilly’s approach to the key elements of social movements,
we can note that one of the main features of a social movement is its publicity. That
is why protests are one of the most common forms of activity for social movements.
After all, as T. V. Reed noted, protest is a form of public witness of collections of
people. It is this fact that can explain why social movements that actively
participatein public actions are often called protest. For example, the American
researcher Jennifer M. Larson in her study considers protests as an integral part
of social movements and characterizes them as an act of cooperation between a
group of people that occurs «when a sufficiently large number of people cooperate,
assuming costs and potential risks, instead of free to use the efforts and
achievements of otherpeople» [13, p. 91]. In general, in the scientific literature, protest is
more often considered as the main form of activity of social movements.

However, some researchers distinguish between the concepts of «social
movement» and «protest group». German sociologist Karl-Dieter Opp defines the
protest group as «a collectivity of actors who want to achieve their shared goal or
goals by influencing decisions of a target» [2, p. 41]. Instead, the social movement
K.-D. Opp defines it as «a type of protest group with several distinguishing
characteristics such as size and degree of organization» [2, p. 44]. Thus, Opp singles
out a social movement as a special kind of protest group. Thus, Opp singles out
a social movement as a special kind of protest group. Based on the approach of K.-D.
Opp, We can determine that the key point in the activity of a social movement
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is protest activity. Researcher T. V. Reed, in turn, points out that social movements,
unlike institutionalized political actors such as parties or lobby groups, seek to effect
social change through sustained protests. So when protests are repeated and become
sustainable as a strategic set of actions, then we can talk about the formation of
a social movement [3, p. 13].

So, we can state that it is the protest that becomes the starting point for the
creation of a social movement. After all, according to the theory of collective action,
N. Smelzer noted that before mobilizing people in groups to express their special
public position, the presence of structural tension is necessary, which determines
the presence of a conflict of interests in society [10, p. 15]. Researchers Greg Satell
and Srdja Popovyc claim that protest not only plays an important role for society,
giving it the opportunity to express its disapproval of certain phenomena. But the
protest itself is the main foundation for creating change and for starting new
movements that will defend it. However, the authors note that protests, as the first
stage for the creation of a social movement, do not always end in success [14].
However, it can be said with almost complete certainty that protest is the starting
point for every social movement. For example, Zald and McCarthy also noted that
organizations that do not represent social movements at the time of their creation
can also be considered social movements [11, p. 1218]. That is, we can add that
a group of like-minded people can form an organized movement already during
protests.

Although social movements are usually the driving force behind most protests,
other collective actors can join such movements, for example as activists of certain
political parties or non-government organizations. For example, the authors of
thestudy of world protests I. Ortiz, S. Burke, M. Berrada, E. S. Cortés also singles
outthe various collective actors involved in the protests [7]. Therefore, for a more
convenient presentation of the material, they use the concept of «protest movements».
This concept refers to various movements and organizations that took part in mass
and public protests in different countries of the world.

According to a large-scale study of protests in the world conducted by I. Ortiz,
S. Burke, M. Berrada, E. S. Cortés, it was found that since 2006, the number of
protest movements has increased almost threefold [7]. This trend did not escape
the United States either. The onset of the economic crisis in 2008 had an impact on
the activation of the Tea Party movement, which opposed a significant increase in
public spending to combat the economic crisis. The movement began to gain
popularity among Americans in 2009, after a series of mass protests in various cities
of the United States. In the course of mass protests, the Tea Party movement
underwent a process of institutionalization within the US Republican Party. At the
2010 US Congressional elections, 138 congressmen were elected, who were
officially supported by activists of the Tea Party movement within the Republican
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Party. Of these, 129 were elected to the House of Representatives, and 9 to the US
Senate [15]. According to polls by the newspaper «The Wall Street Journal» and
the TV channel «NBC News» a month before the election, 35% of voters in the
USA were supporters of the movement [16]. This helped Republicans regain control
of the House of Representatives. The movement had an equally important influence
on the Republican Party primaries in the 2016 presidential election. Donald Trump
and Ted Cruz were supported by activists of the Tea Party, which allowed them to
become the leaders of the race within the party.

Also, in 2011, the Occupy Wall Street movement gained significant popularity.
The mass protest that began on September 17, 2011 turned into a long picket.
Protesters set up a tent camp in Zuccotti Park downtown New York City. Mass
actions in support of the movement were held in other US cities and in many world
capitals. The protesters demanded to reduce the influence of large corporations on
the economy and make them pay fair taxes.

The authors of the study note that in the global dimension, the protest wave over
time was increasingly represented by left- and right-wing populist movements.
They emit two waves. The first wave lasted chronologically from 2008 to 2012.
This wave professed the ideas of anti-authoritarianism and left-wing economic
populism [7, p. 83-84]. However, we can argue that in the United States this wave
was represented by both the left-wing economic populism of the Occupy Wall Street
movement and the right-wing economic populism represented by the Tea Party
movement.

According to the authors, the second wave began in 2013 and continues to this
day. This wave is characterized by the growth of nationalism, the spread of
movements that condemn the political systems in their countries. Ideas about the
existence of the «deep state», which is bureaucratic institutions and big business
that conspired against the middle class in order to obtain excess profits, also became
widespread during this period [7, p. 84; 17]. However, speaking of the United States,
we can state that in 2013, the movements that espoused such ideas had not yet
gained mass popularity and spread. Instead, this period saw the decline of the
Occupy Wall Street movement. The growth of the wave of right-wing radical
populism in the USA began much later than in Europe, and chronologically dates
back to 2015-2016.

The reason for the spread of radical right-wing movements was the emergence
of a mass and influential Black Lives Matter movement. It arose in 2013 after the
acquittal of George Zimmerman by a jury in Florida for the murder of 17-year-old
African-American Trayvon Martin. Community activists Alicia Garza, Patrisse
Cullors, and Opal Tometi organized protests using the #blacklivesmatter hashtag
on social media. It was this hashtag that became the name of a new mass protest
movement that has an influence on American politics to this day. Influential

American politicians from the Democratic Party and US President Barack Obama
have repeatedly met with the organizers of BLM. And in the 2020 congressional
elections, one of the activists of the movement, Cori Bush, was elected to the House
of Representatives, also from the Democratic Party.

In 2014, after the Killing of an African-American Michael Brown by a police
officer, the city of Ferguson was engulfed in mass protests that turned into pogroms
and vandalism. Footage of the riots in the city was spread by all mass media. The
riots in Ferguson led to the emergence of new and revival of old far-right movements.
During the election race in 2016, polarization in the US only intensified, which
contributed to the increase in street protests.

The peak of violent protests was in 2017, when mass clashes between radical
right and left movements took place in the city of Charlottesville. In Charlottesville
there were activists from both old radical movements and new ones. Old left
movements include Antifa, Showing Up for Racial Justice, The Industrial Workers

of the World (also often called the Wobblies), old right movements were represented
by the Ku Klux Klan, the League of the South, and smaller groups of neo-Nazis.
New left movements included Black Lives Matter and Redneck Revolt. New right-
wing movements were represented by The Traditionalist Youth Network, VVanguard

America, Traditionalist Worker Party, Proud Boys [18, p. 312]. Although the
organizers of the Proud Boys publicly refused to participate in this rally, some of
their members were still in Charlottesville. As a result of mass clashes between
these movements, 1 person died and another 35 got injuries of varying degree [19].

After Charlottesville, protests in the United States continued, but no longer had
a pronounced violent form. This continued until 2020, when after the death of
George Floyd while detained by the police, new mass protests by Black Lives Matter
and other leftist protest movements began. In some cities, the protests again turned
into mass riots and vandalism. Counter-protests of right-wing and left-wing
movements arose in some cities. And already on January 6, 2021, supporters of
Donald Trump, including activists of far-right movements, stormed the United
States Capitol building.

All these events demonstrate how important a role protest movements played
in the US political process. Therefore, a detailed study of the peculiarities of the
formation and activity of these movements gives us the opportunity to understand
the reasons for today’s unstable state of the US political system. Summing up, we
can also determine that modern protest movements in the USA are mass social
movements and other social formations of a pronounced right-wing and left-wing
ideological orientation, which oppose groups and structures that have the power to
make political decisions.

Conclusions. Summing up, we can note that modern protest movements are
important political actors in the US political system. They raise important issues
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for society that influence and sometimes determine the political course of the United
States. In the research, we found out that this is connected with the very essence of
the phenomenon of political protest and social movements. After all, social
movements by their very nature are a collective of like-minded people who strive
for changes and improvement of existing social institutions.

It was also established that protests are one of the forms of contentious
politics. However, unlike many different forms of the politics of contentious,
protest is fundamentally peaceful. He fulfills the task of publicly certifying the
opinion of people regarding certain norms that exist in the state and society.
Prosthetic movements actually become a direct communicator between civil
society and state authorities. However, in conditions of economic crisis and
growing polarization insociety, protest movements can become radicalized. In the
article, we found out that protest movements in the USA went through several
stages of development. In the first phase, from 2009 to 2013, US political life
was dominated by the Tea Party movement and Occupy Wall Street, which used
peaceful protests. However,in the second phase, starting in 2014 and continuing
to this day, we are witnessing the emergence and growth of radical protest
movements that often use violent forms of protest. Therefore, further studies of
modern protest movements in the USA willallow us to find out how the authorities
should react to the actions of protest movements in order to prevent their further
radicalization.

THE PROCESS OF TRANSFORMATION OF UKRAINIAN

Over the past six months, the process of transforming Ukrainian national identity has
significantly intensified and reached a new level of development.

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CORONAVIRUS PANDEMIC AS A FACTOR IN THE
STRENGTHENING OF NEO-AUTHORITARIANISM

1t is argued that the Covid-19 pandemic has affected the political sphere, in particular the
transformation of political regimes. Situational factors such as the Covid-19 pandemic are
proven to exacerbate the authoritarian characteristics of the political regime, especially in
states with an unstable democratic tradition. The key manifestations of the strengthening of
neo-authoritarianism, which became apparent during the pandemic, are identified: imbalance
between the branches of government, postponement of regular elections, introduction of new
methods of mass surveillance, narrowing of guaranteed human and citizen rights and freedoms,
increased censorship and pressure on the media; pressure on the opposition and critical segment
of civil society, etc. It is substantiated that the coronavirus pandemic has had a destructive effect
on the quality of democracy in states with all types of political regimes, especially in states with
flawed democracies, hybrid and authoritarian regimes. The hypothesis is confirmed that
autocratic state leaders, having experienced the benefits of their expanded competence during
the pandemic, seek to retain their additional powers.

INFLUENCE OF STATE-CHURCH RELATIONS ON THE PROCESS
OF CIVIL SOCIAL DEVELOPMENT AND FORMATION
OF NATIONAL FORMS OF POLITICAL POWER

The article examines the peculiarities of state-church relations that are formed in the
process of legitimizing civil society. It is substantiated that the 21st century, like the last
20th century, forces us to search for a new format of state-church relations — in the context
of international relations, modern globalization challenges, and the development of the
latest communication and information space. This, of course, prompts a new assessment
of the status of religion and the church in the modern political system and the state based
on equality, taking into account the unsuccessful experience in the Soviet past of perceiving
the church as an enemy of man and, at best, a secondary or auxiliary element in state-
building processes. There is an increased interest of the Christian community in direct
participation in social life, the formation of civil society and the establishment of
a democratic and legal state. The church, as an institution, is quite different from the state,
exerting its influence not only on the spiritual situation in Ukraine, but also trying to
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doctrinally intervene in political life and taking responsibility for determining the
civilizational perspective of the state s development.
